Introduction
7/6/2019

Trust and Relationship. These two words sum up this great experience.

This experience started since birth. It has been fascinating to look back to see
the moments which lead up to this point. Clues were left here and there,
planting vital keys which would slowly unlock a destined path.

In the early years as a child, was surrounded by expressions which captured the
Father’s voice, primarily the scriptures (this message refers to its words as the
script). This coincided with an interaction with what is known as Star Wars.

The earliest memories of Star Wars were at five to six years old. Remember my
father allowing me to walk inside a small room in Sears by myself at night, seeing
it completely stacked with vintage toys. Remember catching glimpse of the
brand new VHS release of Return of the Jedi in KB Toys—as well as a local Gemco
(a retail store taken over by Target in November 1986) scattering Star Wars
figures all over the floor at discounted prices. These moments are seared within.

This was met by the many Christian music records my parents purchased and
played throughout my first fifteen years. It was hard to understand why songs
such as Dallas Holm’s “He’ll Dry the Tears”, Harvest’s “Stand”, and Don Francisco’s
“Messengers From Heaven” touched me at such an early age—now it becomes so
clear.

Years later, when getting ready to graduate from High School, was led to cross
paths with two online strangers (one being Aharon, who introduced me) in April
1999. This allowed a presence to be known, a five-letter handle that would
eventually lead a group of people to establish a community. This group, which
noted truths within the fictitious Jedi in Star Wars, slowly began to unite under a
similar cause.



For reasons later understood, the Father had placed me before the rest, allowing
this flesh to sow seeds that would eventually relate this message to a lost,
confused generation.

Things went well until a prophetic dream in October 2000. This person dreamt
about a house in the middle of a desert—within the house was a small meeting of
people. As the discussion continued, there began disagreements. Eventually,
this person was shunned and left the house. Time passed. A calling was given
came back in order to look inside a window—inside were armies of clones which
marched like machines. While walking away, noticed in the back of the house a
junkyard (large pieces had been thrown outside of the house). When touching
these pieces, a jewel was found within them and they were revived as people. A
very small, dedicated group of individuals were formed and eventually
surrounded the house. When surrounded, the group called fire out of heaven.
The fire destroyed the house to its very foundation.

At the time, didn’t know what it meant—was greatly bothered by it. Was about
to make a decision to leave yet other members convinced this person to stay.
Eventually, though, this was found to be exactly what would happen in the future.

Sometime later, a media incident happened in March 2001 which would forever
shape the direction of a community, pushing it towards a religious movement.
The adversary flashed power and influence in the eyes, all to make compromise of
one’s faith. The dream was again remembered; the offer was quickly turned
down. The Father has given remembrance of this decision as it brings him
content.

Since that time, the tares began to grow and pull an individual down towards a
slow, growing tiredness and depression. A spirit began to break. By July 2006,
had provided a last comment and became an online hermit.

He allowed this person to hide. It didn’t take long for people to quickly forget and
replace what had happened. History was rewritten for a more convenient set of
events.



For the next ten years, the Father began to strip away the preconceptions of the
past. Starting with meeting a dearest friend (Yahseph) a year after the departure,
he brought down this weak clay to the lowest state in order to rebuild. This
person then remembered a challenge given some years prior—was led to read
the scriptures from cover to cover, and then again with more diligence. Truths
were revealed. The Star Wars items around the bedroom slowly lost significance.
They were eventually put away. A spirit, gradually, was renewed.

Lost in translation, the Father began to guide his servant towards truth. Many
nights there were cries. Eventually was humbled to a state this person could be
transformed to perform a task. He showed me that my doctrines, however noble,
were vain. What he needed from me was obedience—to simply listen and do
what he says.

When all that remained of the previous shell was let go, the Father revealed a
great truth in his word. An epiphany (eureka) movement came about—the
scriptures opened and a persona was realized.

It was always there. It was simply hidden until that very moment.

That is when he began to call out to this piece of clay. By March 2014, was
convicted and began to let go of enjoyable conveniences. This was further
triggered by an old friend (Aharon) who was broken and confused by those who
had beaten him down. There we were again, brought full circle.

At first, thought it best to revive the original website we had once started. Yet, as
this person stated to gaze inside the community, legions of fallen ones were seen.

That is when this message came. It started quickly with a surprising boldness,
first presented in a personal video conversation on March 2016.

The message led us to a thirty-hour, fifty-part video series which lasted
until March 2017.

Although this message was given out prematurely to the community before its
completion, it created a fire that could not be quenched. People called to this
message were further challenged.

In May 2017, was convicted to create another series called SwordFire. Although it
presented great truths, found its targeted audience was not one the Father
desired.

There are many, many ways to stray
from his path—those ways will always lead to death. Yet for those stay on
target—he will reveal himself.

Went ahead and uploaded the video on a new YouTube site (which you can now
access on the main Jedihood site), as well as created a Facebook page to post the
video there. The decision to create a Facebook page was hard for me as itis a
social conditioning tool—although was lead to do it anyways.

Received a real challenge today and passed by staying with the script, as was told.
Didn't know why the Father told me to invite this person to speak, yet eventually
understood why it was done.

One thing you learn when you become a knight for him is that you do exactly as
instructed. He knows. That's why we need to trust him and relate with his
words.

This challenge also showed me something quite hard to accept. Itisthat many
do not heed to the scriptures even when they are read. We appear to cut out all
the judgments, for example, yet keep all the blessings and positive sayings.

A good example of this is with the book of Joshua. Everywhere this person goes,
you will hear it spoken, "Be strong and courageous." These are great words. Yet
we fail to understand that this was merely a battle cry prior to the children of
Israel destroying many groups of fallen cities—these included men, women, and
children.

About a year ago or so, this person started to really grasp how the scriptures
present some serious judgments. If not, why write a book called Judges?

Once had a dream about being a judge. It is a very serious thing. You must have
the highest standards in order to judge truthfully.

Going to share a teaching presented about ten months ago:

The reading of the scriptures has brought about the concept of
judgment.

Over time, noticed many people quote Yahshua's "Judge not that you
be not judged" and use it as a way to excuse their actions. When
reading the script, though, it is noticed he acted upon many
judgments.

For example, in the book of John, he says to "Judge not according to
appearance, but judge righteous judgment."” He also judges the fig
tree and causes it to wither, and definitely judges the Pharisees and
Sadducees. In fact, he judges cities, such as Capernaum, for being
non-repentant of their false ways. We hear him speak about the
days of Jonah, Noah, and Lot—three people who participated in the
judgment of people.

When we study the context of these verses, we see there is indeed a
certain measure for measure when it comes to wickedness, when
fairness and rightness are enforced. This is done in order to avoid
ignorance of the injustices in this world—to promote healthy
judgment, based on a higher standard which is to be applied to
ourselves.

In other words, the real enemy here is hypocrisy. The fig tree, for
example, was judged because it was a fruit tree that didn't bear fruit
when called to do so. Capernaum was judged as the city was shown



truth, yet did not accept it, even when it became so obvious. And,
yes, the Pharisees and Sadducees were judged—for even though
they read the scriptures, they were not following the heart of it.

The downfall of our society could definitely be seen in the following
light:

1) We live in hypocrisy

2) We do not judge the hypocrisy

3) The hypocrisy remains in our lives, and therefore
4) There is no justice

Our society will continue to live the way it has—until it has been
righteously judged.

The key to righteous judgment is having discernment towards what is
right. This is not according to our own standards, but according to
the greater standard. It is this standard which is to be marked on our
heads and hands prior to the last judgment.

Judges are to be the guardians of peace and justice. If they don't
judge righteously, there is no peace.

This is what the Jedi were meant to be in Star Wars. When they
failed to judge the leaven in their Order, they failed in carrying out
the greater order. They became hypocritical—and because of their
hypocrisy, one rose up to judge them.

The Degradation of Star Wars and Society

Star Wars, at its beginning, was wholesome family entertainment when it was
released in 1977. It was a time in which many people started to get back to the
scriptures, cleaning their households and healing their families. This act brought
about a time of spiritual prosperity in our culture which lasted until the mid-
1990s.

The original Star Wars drafts were written at the same time the Jesus Movement
really started to gain public momentum. The Jesus of Nazareth Miniseries, for
instance, was recorded at the same time and location the Star Wars desert scenes
were made. This gives us a snapshot of the historical context.

Many people who lived during the late 1970’s to early 1980’s will tell you it was a
strong period of time for the family structure.

George Lucas had worthy intentions, borrowing mythical motifs he had learned
from Joseph Campbell and others—motifs which eventually led to the concept of
the Jedi and the Force. You will also see similar motifs in movies such as the Mad
Max series, portraying what is called as The Hero’s Journey (which was coined by
Campbell’s works).

It wasn’t until the mid-1990s that the family structure once again started to be
attacked, just as it had in the 1960s. With this, though, also came the World Wide
Web.

Lucas began drafting a new script for the Prequels, setting up a backstory prior to
the original Star Wars. This was also followed by a final VHS release of the original

movies—which was, in essence, an end of itself. This is when the message of the
originals began to dwindle.

By 1997, when the Special Editions were released, people started to notice a spirit
of revisionism. People started to reject this. Although 1999’s The Phantom
Menace had stirred people (such as myself) to explore the Star Wars mythos, it
eventually was seen as a step back. Inits place, The Matrix took over, whose
spirit was also seen in movies such as Dark City, Pi, and Equilibrium.

It was during a theater viewing of Attack of the Clones that you could tell
something wasn’t right—Star Wars began to target against its own audience.

Although this person has never smoked, the Death Stick scene for me was
extremely hypocritical, especially given that a father figure (the Obi-Wan
character) was also drinking an alcoholic-type beverage in a bar in front of young
children.

This plateaued to the “If you are not with me, then you are my enemy” quote in
Revenge of the Sith, which parodied "Either you're with us, or you're with the
terrorists” statement at that time. This also brought remembrance to a particular
scripture, in which Yahshua (Jesus) said “He who is not with me is against me,”
given in the books of Matthew and Luke.

This statement was also followed by “only a Sith deals in absolutes” and “you will
try,” which directly contradicted the message of the originals of good and evil, as
well as a famous quote in The Empire Strikes Back: “Do or do not, there is no try.”

It was in October 2012 when Star Wars died. Whatever good intentions were left,
it began to be manipulated by Disney and Lucasfilm’s new president—both who
began to place together a new concoction of social conditioning. This included
racial revisionism, neo-feminism, and, in essence, progressive modernism.
Regardless of how one sees it, this is exactly what has happened.

Yes, Rogue One was decent—yet do foresee this is the last of it.



As far as The Last Jedi, refuse this movie publicly— in which the main characters
teach children to essentially kill the past, including their parents (among other
things). This Phoenix-type manipulation has gotten out of control.

This degradation of society, though, has also occurred simultaneously with a small
group of people being called to leave corrupt religions, meaningless holidays, and
dysfunctional church systems—to go back to the scriptures and relearn the days
of old.

New truths have been opened because of this—and it is this divide that has
challenged this person to finally speak out against the hooks this new Star Wars
age has unleashed.

People keep forking over their time, money, and energy, attempting to stock hold
a slot in the worldly rank list.

Is this not what many have engaged in?

In this new Star Wars age, all we need to do is download the app specifically
molded for us, and, in no time at all, we will be unleashing Force powers and
overpowering Sith Lords.

Don’t worry about who you have to step over to get what you want. Just believe
in yourself... for there is nothing to correct or work on, for you are perfect already
in every way. You can be anything you want to be.

This is portioned along with the utopian dream we have been fed—a dream which
has created a society of irresponsible, selfish, spiritually malnourished people.

It reminds me of what John said of this time in Revelation. Many say they are
rich, having acquired the wealth of incredible knowledge—not needing anything
other than what is carnally lusted after. Yet, at the same time, many do not
realize how blind and naked they are.

What is the counsel? Buy from the Father pure gold refined in the fires of trial.
Wear the white garments of purity to cover one’s nakedness. Take hold of his
spirit to wash away one’s blindness.



Love is not a mere carnal reaction. He rebukes and chastises those he loves.

This message started out unexpectedly two years ago as a conversation with a
long-time friend in need, eventually leading to a thirty-hour, fifty-part video
series. This series provided revelations to a handful of individuals, helping to
bring about a strong healing within—especially for my friend who was going
through a very difficult time prior to his surgery.

The message went silent again for a half year until an illness came about in
January, leading this person to stand up publicly to present the full message for all
to see.

Was then challenged a week ago to stand in faith for a given ten months, actively
promoting this message and gradually publish up to a three-part video
documentary. This is to test its origin, to see if it is from the Father or an
imagination. If it does fail, have agreed to openly state my wrong doing and ask
for forgiveness from the Father. [Let it be noted that this challenge, although not
as personally expected, was fulfilled and confirmed his ways—although taught to
never to place such blind faith within worldly motivations].

Jedihood is a message which looks upon the fictional Jedi in Star Wars, yet
through the mature lens of biblical scripture. It is a bible study that will offend
some—many people desire to have film entertainment distinctly separated from
scriptural and spiritual analysis. The scriptures, on the other hand, have been the
standard for millennia and for good reason. Believe it to be an injustice that no
one has truly given this particular subject the attention it deserves—especially
when one finds many hidden scriptural references (as well as various red flags)
within the Star Wars films themselves.

When giving out this message, this person will give reference to the Father in
heaven. Besides having the message coming directly from the Father, there is
another important reason for this—one which will surprise some of you.



The father figure (or lack thereof) is a primary theme in Star Wars. After
communicating with various individuals over the years, found a natural trend in
which many who closely related with the movies were found to either 1) have a
serious conflict with their father figure or 2) no prominent father figure. The Jedi
in Star Wars are consistently looked upon as fatherly figures and have captivated
many children in this regard.

This is why it is so important to reveal their true character, given that it has
touched so many people in families with limited paternal care. With that said,
there are many other reasons for this revealing.

You will also see this person speak regarding the source which comes from the
Father—not the Force which comes from an energy field. This is to make a clear
distinction that will gradually be explained in future words.

Many people assume that in order to practice the persona as depicted by the Jedi,
one uses a force similar to the Force depicted in Star Wars. This message will
show how the Jedi meaning is rooted in truth yet has been distorted over time—
and that the individual use of an impersonal, manipulative energy force is a path
that was clearly warned about in scripture as early as Genesis.

Jedihood is a message that his servant did not want to give out originally, as it was
discovered during intercession as a social hermit. Yet, at this hour, have been
called out of silence to give the message to you directly. It is not simply a matter
of choice, yet also a matter of will.

Given this, it is very hard to be up front about such subjects—in comparison with
my past years online.

Wisdom
2/24/2018

This spirit been led to give a gift from the scriptures for you today.

Many of us look at Solomon as a very wise man, one of the wisest in the world.
Wisdom he did indeed have, yet many of us mistake this trait for one who is
smart, intelligent, and principled—one who contains a body of knowledge and, in
so having, is able to perceive things beyond their normal meaning.

The wisdom that made him great is not the way we have been led to believe.

When he was young, the Father appeared to him in a dream and said “Ask and |
will give you.” He replies that David, his earthly father, walked before the
Father’s ways in truth and righteousness (this response is a reference to the
Torah, or the instructions given in the first five books of Moses). Solomon then
says, “I know not to go out or come in.” He realizes he does not know the
direction as David did. In so grasping this, he asks, “Give your servant an
understanding heart to judge your people—that | may be able to discern between
good and evil. “

Solomon, at his birth, was given a spiritual name by Nathan the prophet. This
name is Jedidiah. Jedidiah (or Yedidyah, Yedi-YAH) means beloved of YAH. This
particular name, on the other hand, has a deeper meaning—as the love which is
spoken here is that of a true knowing, a covenant relationship between two
people.

This is where we get to the word Jedi. Many people think the word came from a
Japanese play, an ancient Egyptian magician, or another similar source—yet its
origin stems from a much different source as hinted above. These ancient
cultures were aware of this word because all languages came from a mother
tongue. This person has been led to understand this language as being the
original proto-Hebrew, which existed prior to the Tower of Babel incident.



You will see the Yedi/Yedah word reference throughout scripture as a covenant
term, similar to a marriage contract or a blood oath (ketubah). It is a knowing so
sacred that it is as if two distinct things become as one wholesome thing. Think
of this through the story of Adam and Eve, in which two people are joined
together as one flesh.

One of the first references in scripture to this word comes in Genesis 3. There are
actually three distinct references in this chapter, which helps define the word, the
number, and the third letter of the Hebrew alphabet.

The first one is in Genesis 3:5, in which the Serpent says, “For the Creator knows
that when you eat from [the forbidden tree] your eyes shall be opened, and you
will be as Him, knowing good and evil.” Notice a distinction with this statement
compared to Solomon’s request to the Father, in which he asks to discern
between good and evil. In other words, there is a calling of separation of two
distinctions, not conglomeration. We will go further into this understanding at a
later time.

The second reference is in Genesis 3:7: “Then the eyes of both of them (Adam and
Eve) were opened, and they knew they were naked; so they sewed fig leaves
together and made coverings for themselves.” There are many truths we can
discuss here, such as their covering and the Laodicean reference, yet we will
move on for the sake of this message (these items will be looked upon later on, as
well as what has been mentioned with Genesis 3:5).

The third reference is found in Genesis 3:22. “Then Yah the Creator said, Behold,
the man (a reference to both Adam and Eve, as both came from one flesh) is
become as one of us (the aspects of the Creator), to know good and evil.” Given
their disobedience and immaturity, not wanting them to eat from the Tree of Life,
the Father takes them out of the garden and places Cherubims with the flaming
sword to guard it (we will speak about this sword at a later time).

There are many things that can be said here yet we will move on.



The word Jedi also has another relative meaning, which is to appoint. In fact, the
Yedi reference was a name given to a specific Israelite as those mentioned in the
book of Judges. This is another reason why Nathan was called to give Solomon
this name.

Let’s go back now to Solomon’s dream. Notice he did not ask for wisdom in the
traditional sense as we have been taught, yet the ability to understand justice, to
know between good and evil. In other words, to separate, as was mentioned
earlier.

This ability is clearly demonstrated immediately after this dream, in which
Solomon judges a court case between two women, each who claim to be the
mother of a child. He challenges both women by declaring that the baby is to be
separated in two, so that each woman can receive half. One woman says nothing
while the other woman cries for the baby to be spared, allowing the baby to be
presented to the other women. Because of this cry, the revealing of the true
mother is given.

In Revelation, it also speaks of two similar women—a fascinating reference to this
particular judgment. One is of the pure woman in white who escapes the beast,
while the other is the harlot woman who rides the beast. The harlot does this
while drinking the cup of judgment. Both claim to give birth to the Messiah... yet
as divine judgment is given, the pure woman is shown to be the true mother,
which reveals the lie of the harlot.

You can also see this in Proverbs, which speak of two similar women; the purity of
wisdom and the foolishness of the prostitute. It is no coincidence that Solomon
was known to be the author of this book.

Again, let us go back to the dream. The answer which Solomon gives in his dream
pleases the Father. The Father then says, “because you have asked for this, and
have not asked for long life, riches, or conquering your enemies, but the
discerning of judgment; behold, | have done according to your words, a wise and
understanding heart, as well as that which you have not asked, riches and honor.”



Let us note the statement the Father makes soon afterwards concerning his life:
“And if you walk in my ways, to keep my statutes and my commandments (a
reference to the Torah, the instructions), as your father David walked, then | will
lengthen your days.” The Father makes it clear that his guidance will bring life,
and that to not follow him brings death—which eventually did come about to his
nation.

The wisdom which Solomon asked was to perform righteous judgment. Read 1st
Kings 3 in full and it will clearly show this truth within the two stories—one in
which he is given wisdom, the other in which he performs this wisdom.

This is the same performance that the called-out ones must also ask—to not only
allow the Father to separate the good from the evil within us, yet to allow him to
perform this righteous judgment in front of witnesses. This is what the true
seeker of knowledge should strive towards.

Now, given the message that was presented earlier, some will say we are not to
judge—yet this was not the teaching of Yahshua (Jesus). He said we are not to
judge when we are not following the standard we are to be judged by. First
remove the plank before you remove the speck. The real enemy here is hypocrisy
(will share more regarding this in the future).

It baffles me when this person sees active Christians and Jews speaking to people
that we should be non-judgmental, while at the same time we have a book in the
scriptures called Judges. We also have in the book of Revelation the Messiah
who will come down with great judgment on this world. This is because many err,
not knowing the scriptures, just as Yahshua spoke about in words of Matthew and
Mark. Many have twisted the word. This twisting is referred to as wickedness, or
the twisting of the wick.

Let’s give an example. Some who say they believe in the Bible have also said it is
impossible to live without sin, in order that they may keep performing in their
sinful actions. For this, a question is asked: If you are sincerely forgiven of all your
sins, are you still living in sin? It is lies like this that we have inherited.



This teaching is to make clear what it means to be a guardian of peace and justice,
which Jedidiah was until he began to fall from the instructions of the Father. It
also clearly references the true meaning of the Yedi/Yedah (Jedi/Yoda) reference,
as presented in scripture.

Some people might say this is just an opinion. For them it is said this: to read the
script diligently and see it for yourself. Although many will not want to see it, it is
there. We do not have to go to a church to see this. What we must do is go to
our Father. He will speak to us in dreams and visions.

It is amazing how many of us worship objects. The scriptures already confirm
that, in our distant past, we worshiped graven images of various gods. Yet we are
still doing it today in many forms.

Some may believe we do not mount statues anymore, yet today we glorify toy
figures on shelves. We still poster our socially accepted deities upon our walls, as
well as follow along with super beings reigning over Earthly domains. Many still
attend ritual-cons. Not only do people worship the groves by cutting the trees
each winter, many allow their children to pass through the fire for personal
wealth. There are still those who bake cakes and drink wine to worship their
nightly idols.

Objects are there to teach us a lesson. Human beings though have a hard time
separating the object from the message—this is due to the disobedience and
immaturity displayed in the Garden of Eden. That is also why the Father made it
clear in his instructions not to worship graven images; he knew we were too
immature to understand the spiritual backing behind it.

This activity has brought a curse that has fallen upon us, he says, “until the third
and fourth generation of those who despise him.”

Where does justice come from? It comes from a higher source than oneself. Itis
the compass which leads us where we ought to go, not necessarily where we
want to go. Itis a wholesome perception that is outside of time and location,
seeing people at different paths from a far distance. It also knows precisely
where these paths are going to lead.

In Deuteronomy, it says that if you follow that which is altogether just, you will
live and inherit the land.

Many of us though go forward, not knowing what will come next. On the other
hand, if we were to call upon justice, we would be shared the true direction

before we tread it. Yet if we keep on following ourselves, it won’t end well.

Let us not be blind while following the blind. As someone once said, they both
lead to the ditch.

Clothing

Let us briefly go over the meaning of clothing when it comes to spiritual garb.

In the scriptures, it says that the last gathering prior to the revealing (Revelation)
will be lukewarm and half-hearted. This gathering is spiritually referred to as
Laodicea. Laodicea, during the time of the vision, was a center of economic
growth and became financially successful. They were completely self-reliant—or
so they thought.

It was their self-accomplishments which blinded them from their true spiritual
needs—and although they covered themselves with great apparel, they lacked
discernment when it came to the covering of their souls.

Does this not sound like our society today?

This brings us right back to the book Genesis. When the man and woman
disobeyed, they were ashamed and felt the urge to cover themselves.
Nakedness, in spiritual terms, has to do with shame and humiliation (humility).
This is due to a spiritual depravity caused by foolish behavior.

Before the depravity, the script tells us they were clothed with a robe of
righteousness. It was after their disobedience the Father made skin garments to
conceal their lack of covering.

Whenever you find the called ones wearing robes, it is representation of a
personal longing for spiritual righteousness—the qualities of rightness, purity, and
innocence are represented though this clothing. It displays an inner desire return
to a time when things were complete and had their place.

Let’s now go over the basic parts of coverings. Keep in mind that the items
mentioned below can either refer to an abundance of spiritual covering (for those



who are well aware of its significance) or a lack of spiritual covering (for those
who long for it). We will also go into further detail in the near future, yet for now
we will briefly give some descriptions.

Head Coverings:

Hoods are known to cover us from the elements, yet they also have spiritual
significance when it comes to guarding the entrance to the soul. The entrance is
supposed to be protected at all times from spiritual attack. This doorway is also
the area that is to be blessed. Hair coverings represent protection and spiritual
ability, whereas beards, for men, signify spiritual awareness or the need for such
awareness. Besides the scriptures, you can find examples of this when it comes
to Native American and Japanese cultures.

Capes and Mantles:

Capes represent spiritual dominion. Whenever you see anyone wearing a cape
for spiritual purposes, this is telling you they represent a domain that is to be
manifested in the physical world. In the scriptures, a dominion is also referred to
as a kingdom. Yahshua specifically wore a garment shawl as he represented a
kingdom which was to be brought from heaven to earth. We will look closer at
this garment much more at a later time.

Belts (Girdles):

This spiritually represents support, backing, and assistance. In the scriptures, the
priesthood wore girdles, which not only explained to the camp their role of
servitude, yet also showed spiritual support within the camp’s sustainability.
Elijah, for example, was a prophet known to wear a tight girdle around his figure.



As brought up prior earlier, people today wear these objects of clothing
(especially those who mimic the Jedi clothing in the Star Wars movies) without
understanding their true spiritual significance. Some feel comfortable wearing
these items because it represents a covering of a spiritual void. At closer
examination, you will find specific types of clothing give clear hints of what types
of depravity is occurring within the individual.

There is much, much more than can be said here—although, as already
mentioned, more will be given out at a later time.



Forced
3/6/2018

Many believe that in order to live the persona (as is fictionally depicted by the
Jedi in Star Wars), you must also believe in a concept of an impersonal force
energy (such as the Force).

This is simply not true.

Some will even go so far to say that the Force is similar to the Holy Spirit in the
Bible—upon close examination, you will find these two are not the same. When
looking deep into the scriptures, you find the word spirit in Hebrew has to do with
breath, which is called Ruach. Not just any breath, mind you, but the wind of
heaven from the Father himself.

In Star Wars, the Force is said to be created by life itself. It is impersonal energy
field which is manipulated by one’s own accord. The Father’s spirit, on the other
hand, is completely the opposite. This spirit is not only personal, it stems from
something much greater than the life we see around us. It power is not
manipulated by man—for it awakens the heart of man.

As is written in Isaiah 11, the spirit of Yah (the Father) brings wisdom,
understanding, counsel, might, and many other spiritual virtues. These virtues do
not come from a corrupted totality of good and evil, as seen in the Tree of Gnosis.
The tree these virtues originate serves a far different purpose. They bring about
true fruits of love, peace, hope, faith, as well as justice and chastisement—just as
a sincere father would bring to the children he loves.

Isaiah also speaks about the Messiah as having a completeness of this spirit—that
he shall not judge after the sight of his eyes or reprove after the hearing of his
ears. He is to reprove with righteousness, smiting the Earth with the rod of his
mouth. Through the breath of his lips he shall slay the wicked.



Fear, as it is spoken about in Star Wars, is the path to the Dark Side of the Force.
The fear depicted in the movies is consistently produced by human frailty. Yes,
the scriptures teach we should not fear men—yet it also says to fear the one who
has created all things. This fear, though, has been greatly misunderstood in
scripture. A better word would be reverence, or respect. It is similar to a boss at
work or a military general.

Just as children should follow the orders given by a sincere father—we should, in
turn, follow the Father’s orders. This is because we are to respect him more than
the enemy we go against. He protects us from harm. He is stable and consistent
in all his ways.

The concept of the Force is something entirely different. It has proven itself to be
extremely fickle and bipolar, especially in times of spiritual duress. In fact, it uses
its sides to constantly go against itself. This, in itself, is a disorder. We would
easily consider this as disorderly in fellow human beings—yet, when it comes to
ourselves, we have a hard time seeing it. The inner conflicts and confusion seen
today has gradually portrayed this unnatural mindedness.

In the scriptures, James speaks of the double minded man as being “unstable in
all of his ways.” According to book of Psalms, those who speak vanity also speak
with a double heart.

On the other hand, in the letter to the Colossians, Paul tells the servants to obey
their masters—not with eye service as men pleasers, but in singleness of heart.
The Messiah, within the writings of Matthew and Luke, mentions that the light of
the body is the eye—and that, when the eye is single, the whole body is full of
light. He then speaks of the evil eye being against this singularity.

We will delve into this later on.
There is a teaching which really presents this clearly—the teaching of brick and

stone. In the scriptures, you will see both items are spoken about very
differently, hinting of separate natures.



The brick, for instance, is a mixed stone—produced by man to create buildings for
themselves. It is not naturally produced and was usually formed through by
vanity and slavery. The stone, on the other hand, is natural, stable, and complete.
It represents a foundation in truth.

Throughout history, human monuments have come and gone—yet the rocks and
mountains remain. They are a natural element which has stood the test of time.

The Force is not natural—for its totality clings onto the unnatural. Itis a forced
attempt to reason the wages of death in a once perfect world.

Yet, if we stand with the Father, we will know him. For to know the Father means
relationship.

This is what the true persona must uphold.



Origination

When first watching The Empire Strikes Back, we are surprised when Darth Vader

is revealed as Luke Skywalker’s father. This revealing allows us to re-explore both

characters with more detail, providing better interpretation of previous scenes we
thought we already knew.

Life has similar surprises. Doors are opened to reveal greater truths when origins
are sought after.

In the book of Genesis, it is no coincidence that a family linage is provided after it
goes over an important portion of the story. These are natural markers which
help us pinpoint the story’s context, providing further understanding to its
meaning. In Deuteronomy, it says to remember the days of old and to consider
the years of many generations. The book also says we should ask the fathers to
reveal it—as well as the elders to tell it.

Today, many of us open a Bible as if we were casually browsing store adverts
tucked in the newspaper. We look closer at items which appeal to the eyes and
ears—then purchase scriptural soundbites to utilize for our liking. We call these
items memory verses.

The problem with this is we tend to lose the circumstances of the verses. It’s like
taking a metric out of a rhythmic stanza—then gleaning upon that metric over
and over without reciting the actual rhyme.

Our society has lost the understanding of scriptural truth. This is because so
many of us fail to participate in the very act of seeking it. Many will not ask the
Father to reveal himself, or let their elders explain. This current structure has
pushed both away in order for a state or tyrant to deem us worthy.



Worthiness today appears to come in a form of robotic slavery. In fact, the word
robot itself (robotnik) refers to drudgery and forced labor. Is it no wonder we live
in a generation of automatons?

We must realize that we will keep going this path until certain people are willing
to revitalize the spirit instead of the machine—for this is not simply about
revitalizing who you currently are, yet what you are to hold.

You see—we are more than just ourselves. We carry the blood of those before
us. Given that selfishness and short-sightedness will continue to make decisions
based on carnality, we must therefore pay attention to our origin and direction.
What about the future of the unborn, or the trails of blood spilt by our ancestors
before us? We are not alone in our pursuit.

Purpose is not earned based on mere works of a person—it is found within the
directive the person has been given since birth. There is a story to be told within
us. Thatis why we must allow the storyteller to speak instead of our fleshly
desires.

The Father will show us. Our ancient elders will tell us. What we need to do is
listen and be silent—for how can we find out who we are if we don’t know who
we have been?

So many of us strive for originality and uniqueness, yet fail to grasp that we all
who are living began somewhere. As it says in Ecclesiastes, “there is nothing new
under the sun.” So why do keep re-treading? Why start a journey without
seeking to understand the markers on the road? Not learning these signs will
only lead us back where we started.

This is a time for us to stay on point.



Flaming Sword
3/10/2018

We first read about this in Genesis, in which Yah Elohim places Cherubim with a
flaming sword to defend the tree of life. We see it again in Exodus as the flame of
fire from a midst of a bush (which speaks to Moses), as well as a pillar of fire
which guards the Israelites from the Egyptians when they cross the Red Sea.

This flame represents Yah’s authority and is usually accompanied by angels. Let
us be reminded that angels, in scripture, are messengers and representatives of
Yah—not necessarily the Greek, mythical feathered form we picture in our minds
today. These servants do the will of the Father and can take the forms of human
beings—such as a prophet, priest, or an ambassador.

Yah's flame is associated with both The Word (known as Davar, or doors to the
house of knowing) and The Spirit (known as the holy fire, wind, or Ruach). The
apostle John spoke about the Messiah Yahshua (Jesus) as being manifested from
The Word (Davar) to bear witness of The Light (Ruach).

During Pentecost, a wind came down and manifested upon Yahshua’s apostles as
fire, giving them the ability to speak clearly to those of other languages. As a side
note, churches today (Circe spirit, to be explained later) foolishly interpret this as
a careless chant of scattering words and humming (read Amos 6).

The Ark of the Covenant presents a similar picture to what we see in the Garden
of Eden. On the sides of the ark are two Cherubs (Cherubim) which guard the
judgment (bema, mercy) seat. Upon the seat appears the flame of Yah’s glory.

We see various attributes of this flame within the seven candlesticks in the Holy
Place, known as the Menorah. These attributes are given as spiritual mantles to
his people and are also represented in colors. More will be shared about this at a
later time.



Today, we see this defensive weapon in a popular Science Fiction myth known as
Star Wars. This weapon is called the lightsaber.

Many people believe the lightsaber was invented by George Lucas for Star Wars—
although it was known for thousands of years in its original guise. As with the
flaming sword, the lightsaber also represents an authority which is defended by
messengers. These messengers (both the Jedi and Sith) hold various mantles,
represented by the various colors of their sabres.

It is recommended you watch the video “The Seven Spirits” within the Jedihood
series for more information regarding this weapon.

Star Wars, in spiritual terms, is a war been messengers. It is similar to shepherds
fighting over flocks in scripture. For example, read about the spiritual duel
between Moses and Pharaoh concerning the Israelites. In Star Wars, these
shepherds are fighting over the galaxy. In comparison to the scriptures, a war
takes place in heaven in which a third of stars (angels) are banished.

You can read about this war in Isaiah, Hebrews, Revelation, and other scriptural
writings.

The Cherubim in scripture are seen in pairs, similar to the Wheel seen by Ezekiel
and the Living Chariot of Elijah. As the Cherubim, the Jedi in Star Wars are also
encouraged to conduct their lightsaber duels in pairs.

The presence lightsabers in Star Wars represent an earlier stable time of order
and justice, in which chosen people, known as Jedi, defended and protected the
galaxy from external threats. This is similar to the Judges in scripture (such as
Gideon, Samson and others) who rose up to maintain the land from external
threats.

The flaming sword is the spiritual word which comes from the Father. The
lightsaber in Star Wars, interestingly, also represents a spiritual word—yet we
must note that this word comes from another source entirely (the Force). Itis
important to become aware of this.



Just as with the two trees in Eden (the Tree of Life and the Tree of Knowledge of
Good and Evil), there are two trees today. Just about everyone today eats the
fruit from the gnosis of both good and evil—dare it become compared the Force
of Light and Dark Sides. This tree eventually leads to confusion and death. The
faithful ones, on the other hand, are supposed to seek the fruit that is pure and
living.

The Messiah has shed blood in order for group of chosen people to rekindle a true
relationship from the Father. This requires a seeking of his flame—just as it is
with a loved one. To do this, we must let go of the corrupted enchantments of
sorcerers and magicians—these are simply counterfeits to the truth.

Instead of seeking rebellion, this it is time to seek his obedience. Obedience and
submission are synonymous with harmony, peace. In Hebrew, peace is referred
to as Shalom. It means to be complete, whole, and safe. We cannot have this
peace outside of his walls.

Although wars may come, his flame protects his chosen from harm.



Betrayal
3/11/2018

Someone recently asked how betrayal should be dealt with—it is a sincere
question which deserves an honest answer. Have experienced this in numerous
occasions, so will speak about it.

There are many forms of betrayal, yet there is one common theme which runs
throughout— the result of exposing someone who is trustworthy to dangers they
didn’t reap. In the scriptures, it speaks to this as one uncovering a person's
nakedness.

When someone betrays another person, it doesn’t necessarily mean they
intended to hurt that person. Most of the time, it is unintentional. Sometimes
the act isn’t realized until many years later. Sometimes it is never realized.

Let us take an infamous example in the Bible, Judas Iscariot. When you look
closely, you will note that he did not intend his actions towards the Messiah to
bring about the stake of suffering—it was this realization later on which leads him
to his own hanging. What he did intend was to rationalize his actions. This was
due to a weakness in a particular vice (money), as well as his personal opinion as
to how the Messiah should be lifted up.

We also see the betrayal of Peter who denied the Messiah three times. As Judas,
he was sincerely grieved—yet his humility and brokenness (which he had been
hinted prior) allowed the Father to atone and forgive his fallen spirit.

These are unintentional betrayals. What about intentional?

A purposeful betrayal is what this person refers to as the unkind cut (“the
unkindest cut as referenced in Shakespeare’s Julius Caesar). This is the hardest
type of betrayal to deal with due its brutal (Brutus) nature. It can be very painful,
especially if it comes from a person who has befriended you for some time.



As for the gospel story of the Messiah, Caiaphas, the High Priest of the Sanhedrin
at that time, declared that it would be best “for one man to die instead of a whole
nation.” Although a few were sincere, there were certain priests who
intentionally did what they could to destroy the Messiah’s message—in order for
them to maintain their current power and influence.

With this said, how should we deal with these types of betrayal? Yes, we are
meant to learn from the experience as it reveals truth about other people—yet
we must ask for the true spirit to be revealed to those who betray, especially
those who unintentionally do so. This is so they can come to the understanding
of what they have done and will stop accordingly.

This requires a sincere forgiveness for such people. Given this, do not bury your
frustrations and allow it to simmer in your actions—make it known to the Father
and allow him to release this pain. He will know what to do.

Although the world is very unforgiving, the Father is willing to redeem those who
honestly seek him with their whole being.

Remember though that kindness must be sincere, not forced—it must be given in
love. This is why it is important to know the Father will not forsake you, for he is
not of this world. “We are not wrestling against flesh and blood,” says Paul to the
Ephesians, “but against principalities and powers, spiritual wickedness in high
places.” Let us not be ignorant of this as our betrayers have.

So many do not know what they do because they do not know him. To know the
Father means relationship—that is the whole point of this teaching.

Let us know him in a relational sense—not a gnostic one. This is Yedah.

Aggressors of Commotion and Tolerance
3/12/2018

Was led to stop complimenting certain individuals with the “J” word—many
simply do not follow what the word stands for, let alone follow the very codes
they themselves advocate.

Yes, there is a very small handful that do—yet even they are primarily focused on
inventing doctrines instead of partaking in sound virtue. It is this focus that has
determined their distorted reality.

In the dictionary, there is another expression for code—that being a statement of
law, or statutes. In the scriptures, they have the same exact terms—Ilaws,
statues, precepts, testimonies, judgments, and ways (read Psalms 119 and you
will be immersed in them). These terms are generally referred by many as
commandments.

When it comes to scripture, many assume there are simply the Ten
Commandments. These commands are a summation—similar to what Yahshua
gave concerning the two great commandments. The Torah, including the word of
the Father given by the prophets, is filled with codes given by the Father.

Over time, just as with laws expressed in scripture, people have twisted codes to
refer to something it originally did not mean. This includes the Jedi codes.

The first, original definition given to the Jedi in Star Wars is pretty straight
forward—they are the guardians of peace and justice. Not just for any system,
mind you, yet for the Old Republic.

The word “Old” refers to the ancient way of living. “Republic” refers to a non-
tyrannical, constitutional government—this is directly related to the declaration
that people are naturally endowed with rights which aren’t originated by man.



Those who say they are a Jedi do not partake in peace anymore. Perhaps some
did at one point or another, yet in its place today are opinions which lead to
confusion and distraction. Their communities are demoralized, easily agitated,
and see with a blurred vision. They are easily upset when things go wrong,
cluttering themselves with various practices and puzzles as if they were
medications inside a bathroom cabinet.

They are easily distracted with amusements. They partake in gossip and vain
babble. They give temper tantrums when they don’t get their way. This is what
is seen in their communities.

Tolerance is a buzz word they use today—it is now being used in a way to prolong
spiritual rape and abuse. Rape, by definition, is the violation, molestation, and
plundering of another person. It is similar to using someone and later betraying
them (as was explained earlier in this message). Abuse is the perversion and
misuse of others, which, in essence, leads to prostitution. These are activities
which are currently being tolerated.

Some may say they are not performing this tolerance—yet by the very act of
doing nothing to stop it reflects this guilt. They are, in essence, tolerating people
to act in this manner.

To tolerate these activities is to allow the endurance of another’s pain or
hardship. This word, although used in terms of empathy for others, is given in
order to indulge in vices—turning eyes away from the obvious obstruction.

The perfect example in scripture would be the parable of the Samaritan. We find
that both the Pharisee and Levite, known to be spiritual examples of the higher
standard, are quick to turn their eyes away from the lowly classed Samaritan.
Even when the obvious right in front of their noses, they hold their idolized
stature over the will to do what is right. This is the very form of ignorance.

Justice, on the other hand, is a constant which faithfully executes—whether it’s
accommodating or scolding. Sincere justice will always show empathy towards
the innocent—not because it wants to, yet because it ought to.



So... who are the guardians of peace and justice supposed to be?

They are to be Knights. A knight comes from the word servant—to serve means
to help and assist. They are custodians, dependent upon the master who gives
them orders. They are to faithfully follow the master’s order without complaint
or thought of reward. They don’t drudge in vain (vanity), yet are sincerely
penitent and humble—they willingly and faithfully attend on the well-being of
others. These chosen ones are of an extremely rare quality.

Given this description, we then we wonder why Disney is changing this model in
their new Star Wars movies—for who in our society could live by such high
standards?

No, this person does not see Jedi Knights of Guardians of Peace and Justice
anymore—what are seen are protectors of ideologies and religious custom, those
who follow tradition over truth. Those who say there is no death, yet practices
and openly flaunts its ways.

It doesn't have to take a thousand generations—it can take just two, or three. We
are already living in the dark times.

Mount Carmel
3/26/2018

My spirt has sensed a showdown coming.

In the book of Kings, there is a story in which Elijah challenges the 450 prophets of
Baal and 400 prophets of the groves—to meet with him on Mount Carmel in
order to show to the people of Israel who the Elohim truly is.

This particular passage in scripture can be a bit hard to follow as the word “lord”
is interpreted in three different instances—although, in the original Hebrew, they
are all different words. The first mention of the word is given to the name of Yah,
which is LORD—translators gave this to hide the ancient name. The second
mention is when Obadiah is speaking to Elijah, in which “lord” is referenced as a
polite greeting to one that has authority. The third mention is actually with the
name Baal itself—a false worship which, in Hebrew, can be interpreted as “Lord,”
yet also “Husband,” “Master,” “or “Possessor.”

Some out there are aware of an early site called the Jedi Academy back in the
mid-1990s. This site was heavily influenced by an individual named Baal Legato.
Given that Baal can be interpreted as Master, the name also means Master
Legato. Back then, it wasn’t uncommon for online users to use the word Master
within their name. Usually the word was given in reference of title that was
supposedly earned—similar to Rabbi as in Yahshua’s time.

When reading the scriptures, the Baal title really starts to hit home. What was it
that made Baal worship so dangerous to the people of Israel—and how did it
separate itself from the true Father (I AM)? The answer is in its practice.

On Mount Carmel, Elijah challenges these four hundred and fifty masters (if you
will) and says to the people, “How long will you be between two opinions?”



The word opinion in Hebrew means divided. As many of you know, the belief in
the Force is literally of two opinions—it is divided into a Light side and a Dark side,
and, in being so, are part of the same energy or spirit. Some may also remember
a mantra which goes: “Two sides, one Force.” This is a marking of who their god
is.

This is also a reminder why we must never lust after the opinions of men. By
putting faith in opinions, we are putting our faith in division and chaos. As
Yahshua once rightfully stated, “A house divided against its own self cannot
stand.”

Let us return to the story at hand. Many people believe that Baal worship
reflected on only one god—the worship was actually towards many gods. “Call on
the name of your gods,” says Elijah, “and | will call on the name of Yah.”

The belief in the Force has grown to a belief of many gods found in various
religions, especially those from the East as well as new age Gnosticism. In fact,
Force believers take pieces from all religions.

In the scriptures, there is a particular word that is used to describe this act. That
word is amalgamation. It could be safe to say that by taking from these religions,
Jediists have taken the spirits of these gods in order to combine them into a
powerful spirit.

Is it this spirit which gives the Jediists today their power? The answer is obvious.
“The one that answers by fire—let him be Elohim.”

Fire in the scriptures is directly related to the Spirit of Yah, or, in another sense,
the Word of Yah. In the book of Deuteronomy, it says that Yah is a consuming,
holy fire. With that said, there is also what is known as strange fire, or strange

gods—these are other forms of worship which infiltrate the true worship.

As was spoken before, fire is directly related to the Word, which is directly related
to the Spirit. As it says in the books of Psalms and Proverbs, the tongue is as a



sword. A fire sword, such as seen with the lightsaber, is essentially a powerful
word which comes from the holy tongue.

Mount Carmel is about presenting an answer—it’s an answer of fire. Which fire
will burn up the sacrifice? Which tongue will ignite in the showdown?

Are hearts to be turned back again? We will see.



Vengeance is Mine
4/8/2018

My family has been going through the days of Unleavened Bread. The practice of
removing leaven has been strongly impressed upon our spirit the last couple of
weeks. Our senses have been highly sensitive because of it—the very hint of
unknown evil is being exposed in our own hearts.

During the removal process, there has been a spiritual attack which has
attempted to drain this person from continuing to speak out publicly. The Father
has allowed this attack in order to test this heart to see where it belongs.

It has exposed the enemy on two accounts. It is about to expose a third enemy.

Some Star Wars fans will remember a book called Jedi Apprentice: The Call to
Vengeance. In this book, Qui-Gon is faced with a dilemma in which he has a
great urge to avenge a wrongdoing.

The reason for bringing this up is not because of the book itself, yet to see a
bigger picture. This picture presents the line between a hurting frustration and a
righteous judgment.

Yahshua explains this line in John 7, in which he says, “Judge not according to the
appearance, but judge righteous judgment.” As some of you know, appearances
can be very deceiving—the adversary can use a worthy cause to expel an
unexpected blow. Righteous judgement, on the other hand, cannot lean one way
or another—however slight. The blade swipe must be precise or it can cause
serious damage—not only the opposing spirit, yet also its wielder.

After meeting two strikes, the adversary presented a platform which was thought
to be solid and firm. When standing on it, it exposed not only a weak foundation
but also an unbinding confidence. Although the words were true, it was my
attitude in the last movement which lost its foundation—for it was given in



frustration. The Father approved the words yet not my tactic. Because of this
error, was punished greatly for it. It took night and morning prayer to find
resolution.

You will find that the chosen ones are held towards much higher standards than
those of the general public. This is because they are to be reflecting examples of
the Father’s will to the world.

In Deuteronomy 32, the Father says, “To me belongs vengeance and
recompense—their foot shall slide in due time. The day of their calamity is at
hand, and the things that shall come upon them make haste.” This is again
confirmed with Shaul’s (Paul) letter to the Romans. “Therefore,” Shaul says, “if
your enemy hungers, feed him. If he is thirsty, give him drink. Doing so will bring
the heap coals of fire upon his head.”

When we give vengeance of ourselves in the very slightest (even if unknowingly),
we are disallowing the Father to judge. This battle is not with flesh and blood—it
is with the spiritual forces of evil. Therefore, we cannot overcome the spiritual
enemies of darkness with self-oriented passions—we must overcome with good,
sound judgment.

Will go ahead and share a bit of the back story which brought this message about.

In early 2016, two spiritual brothers come together again after ten years of
silence. Two years earlier they had attempted to resurrect their past website
known as The Jedi Creed—yet due to the fallen state of the Jedi Community, the
project was put under lock and key.

Now in their thirties, with their organizational days well behind them, they know
they are being called back to perform. Streen had found a sense of renewal
knowing that his friend has returned—he finds though that Relan Volkum has
transformed into another being, known as Yahunatan.

"You simply have come full circle, while the others are still figuring out where it
will lead. Until you get to that broken state—you can't get out of the cocoon and
speak the wings."

Yahunatan pauses for a moment, and then speaks again. "Metamorphosis is the
only way, rebirth... or born again."

The term “born again” used to be known by Christians as an induction to a deep
experience of faith—a moment when the relationship becomes real, when they
have developed a direct and personal connection with God. This birth though has
nothing to do with Christianity—it never has. It's about entering a kingdom—
being born of water and spirit.

"Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit," Yahshua states, "he cannot
enter into the kingdom of Yah."

"And this is the condemnation: that light has come into the world, and men loved
darkness rather than light—because their deeds were evil. For every one that
does evil hates the light—neither comes to the light, lest his deeds should be
reproved."”

"But he that follows truth comes to the light—that his deeds may be made
manifest." To manifest something is to demonstrate, to display one's acts or
appearance. This is how the Jedihood message came about.

Jedihood is a “motion picture” of this example. Itis a message which, although
hard, presents truth in order to bring about a birth. It is through the Father’s
words that this world was created—it is the same for the human soul.

The Magical World of the Force

What is the true nature of the Force people worship today?

It is amazing how the scriptures have revealed its nature at this time, especially
when not attempting to look for its meaning. Let us learn what the Father’s
words will speak to us today regarding this nature.

All of us have been lured into eating fruit from a tree we should not be eating.
Many still eat this fruit in ignorance. They are tantalized by sensory magician
tricks—enchanters who wave their hands, seeking to gain great powers from
spirits without questioning the very spirits they conjure.

Before “becoming the Force,” as the Church of Jediism states, you better know
what spirit you are asking to possess you.

Will go ahead and remind the audience here that this message is not for itching
ears. Itis not here to makes you feel lax and careless—nor is this about self-
empowerment or peer coaching. These practices are a dime a dozen.

This, on the other hand, is a challenge. It is a challenge to those of you who sense
something is way off base. Something which seemed invisible yet now has gotten
increasingly visible.

Have we been deceived by a Dark Lord?

Many years ago, even before helping to establish the Jedi Community, this person
learned to challenge spirits. In fact, there was a chat room long ago called “The

Challenge of the Force.”

Without challenge, there is no growth.



Today, many seek to and fro for any solution that comes their way, dabbling with
this and that—willing to accept everything face value as gospel truth. They are
caught up in earning self-attainment by degrees—yet fail to see the chains being
shackled upon them. They have become too focused on doctorates and letters
which give false validity.

Because of these acts, they have not paid attention to the doctrine they are being
initiated into. It is time to expose further truth about this Force which many have
created for themselves.

Originally, the Force from the Star Wars movies was composed by both Light and
Dark sides. Many at its early inception clearly understood it represented a battle
between good versus evil. Eventually, during the Prequels, we were introduced
the concept of balance—the need for an even distribution of weight between the
two. This is where the Force became even more distorted.

Today, the new Star Wars movies have led to a great mixture of various shadings.
It has also led many to a female deity which has nothing to do with the Father in
scripture. This deity has separated women from the union which the Father
sanctioned—which is why many women today are being rejected from having
marriage. We must reject this goddess.

The script consistently warns us not to mix the holy with the profane—yet we
have seen this very act over and over throughout the ages. Scripture also warns
us of those existing in a dual state of mind (we have spoken about this earlier, yet
we will now go into more detail).

In the script, you will find the words “double-hearted,” “double-minded,” and
“double-tongued.” In Psalms 12, it states that the fallen “speak vanity every one
with his neighbor—with flattering lips and with a double heart do they speak.”

A snake (dragon) in scripture is also known as the enchanter. When you see a
snake’s tongue, for example, do notice how it comes out as two sides—although
at its stem it is converged in one. This is a representation of Dualism—it is, in
fact, enchantment. You can find out more about this in Genesis 3 and 6.



Today, with the fusion of other sides to the Force, we see it is now composed in
various shades. These shades have ultimately led its followers to the acceptance
of ambiguity and uncertainty—bringing about the indoctrination of the Gray path.

In Hebrew, when you speak the word shade, it translates as demon. You will find
this word also in Latin and Greek. A group of demons, for instances, are known in
those languages as the Shedim.

In Deuteronomy 32, it states that “They provoked him (Yah) to jealousy with
strange gods—with abominations they provoked him to anger. They sacrificed
unto devils (Shedim)—not to Yah, to gods whom they knew not—yet to new gods
that came newly up, whom your fathers feared not.”

Has the Force essentially become a modern-day worship of various gods, conjured
up as various shades? Yes, it has. When you see worship with a heavy influence
in idolatry (medallions, meditation beads) and Baal (Master) worship, it begs the
question to be asked.

This is yet another challenge for those of you to read the scriptures and seek the
Father’s words. Wake up from the magic spell before making further deals with
devils.



Knighted

A knight, in the old English, is a servant, a disciple who attends to the defense of
their sovereign. As presented earlier, it represents an act of obedience without
expectation of reward.

Many look up to the Jedi Knight—yet fail to grasp what it is all about. The truth is
many have done the very opposite of what they strive to become. Instead of
standing in faith, many have slowly compromised their beliefs in order to blend
with the sway of the crowd. Instead of keeping to the path the Master has
showed us—many have twisted it in order to force it into a common mold.

Do you know why his message will succeed? It is because the Father is greater
than any of us. He gives wisdom to those who respect him and obey his
commands. To others—those who spit at him and poke at his face—he gives
delusions.

What Shaul says to Thessalonika should be taken seriously at this time. “Those
who do not receive the love of the truth will be given a strong delusion, that they
should believe a lie—yet for those who have accepted the Father’s direction, he
gives hope and comfort, establishing every good word and work.”

Today has reminded this person what it means to be comforted by the Father—to
let go of how one thinks it should work out. We must let him guide our actions.

Do you remember the story when the disciples were fishing in their boat? After
fishing all night with no results, Yahshua tells them exactly when and how to cast
their net. It is at that moment they caught all the fish they could carry.

To become fishers of men, we must ask ourselves the following questions—how
are we casting his net? Are we doing so in obedience? Are we standing in faith,



allowing his words alone to grant us success—not our own? Or are we
attempting to serve with the expectation that our own strength will succeed?

By the fruits you will know.



The Duel in the Clouds
4/26/2018

We are going to briefly dig deep here concerning this epic scene in movie history.

The reason why so many today are fickle, moving quickly from one fixation to the
next (without any real satisfaction), is because, they, on their own, cannot find
the deeper meaning of acceptance. The Father alone provides this.

Why is this truth so important when analysing this scene? Let’s find out.

Luke Skywalker is a character desperately seeking the father figure. You can see
this in his relationships with Owen Lars, Ben Kenobi, Yoda, and, ultimately, Anakin
Skywalker. The lighted suns on Tatooine, for instance, are a visual depiction of a
longing for deep relationship between father and son. One sun is darker (older)
in giving its light, while the other is lighter (younger). Itis no coincidence that
this particular scene is shown right after Luke’s reprimanding for displaying his
father’s longing to explore the galaxy.

For thousands of years, the sun has been a source of stability upon Earth, while
the moon has been a consistent sign of guardianship. These objects are meant to
teach how the Father gives us stability in our lives. In the script, he is known as
the bridegroom (the Psalms, Isaiah, Jeremiah, the Gospels). His chosen people,
who are represented as the bride, are to be the guardians of peace and justice—
especially during dark times. The messiah, on the other hand, is represented as
the bright and morning star (Revelation 22)—his offspring are to be as the stars of
sky and as the sand on the seashore (Genesis 22).

Luke, the first name for the main character in Star Wars, is essentially the same
name for Lucas (Luke means Luqas in Hebrew, or Loukas). The name means light,
or, in deeper context, light giver. This is an important connection to grasp in
spiritually understanding the story of Star Wars.



George Lucas was fascinated with light and reflection in his early works—you can
see this throughout his early short films, such as Look at Life, Freiheit, and
Electronic Labyrinth: THX 1138 4EB. This fascination led to effective lighting
techniques that were displayed in his film debut THX 1138.

LUH, a main character in THX-1138 movie, reflected a deep relational need within
a dystopian future. This act eventually brought awareness to the THX character.
Yes—LUH is another code name for Lucas, just as the name Luke is in Star Wars.

The reason why George Lucas succeeded in film is because he lived according to
his purpose, which was written upon his own name. You will find that those who
truly live according to their written purpose will always find success in their
endeavours.

As most are aware, Luke Skywalker’s name was originally meant to be Luke
Starkiller. Stars in scripture (as was hinted prior) are a direct reference to angels
and spiritual principalities. This is made clear in the beginning words of the book
of Revelation (or the revealing). InJudge 5, for instance, it states that the stars
from heaven fought from their courses. This is a battle idiom reference.

Luke is a slayer of angels, and is, in essence, angelic. Pay close attention, for
example, when Luke loses his focus due to pride in his abilities—quickly he is
dropped from the stairs of elevation to be stomped down by the Dark Lord during
their first lightsaber scene.

Pride is a deadly vice that cripples angelic brings. Lucifer, who was to be an angel
of light, fell from grace—this was due to his arrogant, selfish takeover attempt of
the Father’s dominion. Not only he, but also a third of the stars (angels) fell from
heaven and were casted upon the Earth (Revelation 12).

Darth Vader, on the other hand, is a representation of the Dark Father (Satan)
who has quenched the true, yet forgotten Father. It is said, according to Shmi
Skywalker in the Prequels, that Anakin Skywalker had no father. This loss of the
father figure eventually leads him down a dark path of pride and selfishness.



Isaiah 14 states, “For you have said in your heart, | will ascend into heaven; | will
exalt my throne above the stars of Yah; | will sit also upon the mount of the
congregation, in the sides of the north; | will ascend above the heights of the
clouds; | will be like the Most High.” With this motive reviled, it is declared that
“He shall be brought down to hell, to the sides of the pit.”

Is this not what also happened to Darth Vader, as he was cut down and burnt at
the lava pits of Mustafar?

Vader ascends further into darkness by hunting down the Jedi—and although he
attempts to ascend within the city of the clouds (“altering its deed”) to capture
Luke Skywalker, his self-induced pain takes him right back to the pit of his initial
scaring.

Cloud City is a city of merchandise—a place for buying and selling where no one
wants to be found. Itis here which Vader attempts to buy Luke’s favor with the
ways of darkness.

“By the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of you with
violence,” speaks Ezekiel, “and you have sinned: therefore, | will cast you as
profane out of the mountain of Yah: and | will destroy you covering cherub, from
the midst of the stones of fire.”

Precious (living) stones, in scripture, refer to a special, chosen group of people.
Anakin Skywalker was once a previous stone of the Jedi—he was a bright star
within their order. Yet now, as Vader, he is tainted with the role of the golem.

A golem (in Jewish legend) is a demonic mud-like creature manipulated by an
enlightened human. Activation letters were placed on the creature, which, once
removed, would render its usefulness. We can see this with Vader’s priest-like
breastplate and garments—symbols which heavily depict the Emperor Palpatine’s
hold upon him.

Let’s now take a look at the lightsabers.



Each wielder (Luke Skywalker and Darth Vader) holds a spiritual powered flame.
These sabers are a visual representation of a battle sword called the katana—
which is, of itself, representative of the bokken, or rod. This is quite similar to the
tool of a shepherd.

In fact, these two fighters are representative of shepherds. They are, in essence,
fighting over the flock with their rods—the flock being the galaxy itself. Whose
tapping will turn the tide—will it be the one who rules by prideful strength or the
other which leads by selfless service? We will go further into this subject later on
in the Jedihood message.

The carbonite chamber itself has its own special interpretation. Vader desires to
seal Luke as a possessed prize—similar to how he wanted to preserve Padme
from death. We soon find that this device does not work as Luke quickly uses his
abilities to escape its clutch. The chamber also mirrors the meditation chamber
Vader uses to take off his helmet.

Wrote an online lecture years ago called Frozen In Carbonite. “Stuck in the past,”
it says, “carbonite seals us from the outside world...as well as protects us. [...] It
seems that we are the product.”

This chamber, as spoken about in scripture, also acts as hiding place of conflict.
Yahshua states that there will be false messiahs and prophets who will seek vain
directions, giving false meditation in secret places. “If they shall say to you,
‘behold, he is in the desert’—go not forth: ‘behold, he is in the secret chambers’—
do not believe it” (Matthew 24).

The Father’s glory is to be shined openly upon the world.
This duel in the clouds depicts an inner conflict which resides within the soul of
fallen man. We must not allow the sway of darkness creep within—we must

stand strong to the ways of righteousness.

It is far better to let go of the self, as Luke did, than to succumb to its prideful
means.



Maturing Terms
4/27/2018

Let us go over some common terms which are associated to the Jedi—terms
which depict matured, spiritual attributes.

Sadly, the physical aspect has taken great precedence over the spiritual in recent
years, creating unnatural doctrine, mass confusion, and unhealthy living. The
script consistently reminds us not to worship the object—we are to simply
understand the object lessons of what they attempting to teach.

You will find that the many controversies our society faces today are due to the
vast inner battles we struggle to personally overcome. Because we are not able
to confront these battles within, they eventually manifest upon the physical
realm. This is why prayer and fasting is of such importance at this time—for the
chosen are to properly differentiate between the holy and the profane. Any
dilution of these acts will result in vain practices and confusion.

With that said, here are some commonly associated terms.

Temple (usually referred to as The Jedi Temple):

The temple is the mind and body of the spirit. Many look too much for the
physical places, yet do not understand that without the spirit of holiness, the
building is dead. The temple is to be cleansed within—without the breath of fire,
and true dedication, we are building an empty shell (those who have an ear
should hear).



Order (aka The Jedi Order):

The order is the unadulterated directive of the Father to perform without
hesitation or complaint. So many people turn to man-inspired writings for
purpose and direction, serving them without question—this act further leads
them astray towards destruction. Remember this—if the Father does not speak
in the words, this is because there is no light in them. We must learn to respect
the Master over the masses of those who may say they speak for him, yet do not
follow his commands.

Council (aka The Jedi Council):

The council of the spirit is confirmed in witnesses. It is not a building of great
leaders by reputation—it is displayed those who lead a life of prime example,
walking in spiritual truth. Many today speak so passionately about their wanton
lusts and desires—all while darkening the counsel of the Spirit without
knowledge. As the Father said in the book of Job, “stand up like a man and
answer only to that which you are given”—otherwise, we ought to refrain. To
know, in the relational sense, is the true meaning of the word Jedi.

Code (aka The Jedi Code):

The code represents a compilation of commands the Father has given. In Psalms
119, this is also known as his precepts, his word, his testimonies, his statues, and
his ways. The intimate relationship between principle and its true source is
essential—once this connection is removed, it is quite easy to stumble and fall. A
group or body, for example, can easily tell you want they think is right and
wrong—yet if they do not recognize the origin of its morality and legality (the true
source of life), these thoughts will eventually be twisted, leading massive crowds
towards the ways of death. Again, let it be stated—such actions will lead towards
the ways of death.



Creed (aka The Jedi Creed, as was coined by the website):

The creed is a public statement of faith backed by action. Many are way too busy
telling people their own personal interpretations and perspectives, while, at the
same time, are not successfully performing and confirming the practice to be
Spirit led. Do not be so quick to state your observations until you have faithfully
performed.

Compass (aka The Jedi Compass, as it has been coined):

The compass is the true guide and shepherd who will lead us home. The word of
the Father is as a lamp unto the feet and a light unto the path—he leads to green
pastures and still waters, restoring the soul (Psalms 23). When the Master’s rod
and staff is absent, we will naturally walk away lost in a world of wolves. If any
are straying away from his words, do not blame the Father if you get into
trouble—call out for wholesome guidance.

Gathering (aka The Jedi Gathering, as it has been coined):

The gathering is the calling and meeting place in which his people are to be
herded. Many focus way too much on finding peaceful abodes for appointed
meetings—yet do not reserve their souls for the appointed times of his influence.
Remember this—when two or more are gathered in his name, he will make
himself known to them. If we simply gather to make names for ourselves, it will
only lead to more babble (as is referenced with Babylon).

Again, these are the matured meanings. Do not focus on the object to save you—
understand its purpose. Allow this time to set your house in commune with the
Father and his kingdom. Are we willing to tear down the towers of vanity and go
back home?



These communities will continue to stray until it learns to cry out, “Blessed are
the Father and his chosen.”



Seeking Opinions
5/1/2018

When you truly hear the Father’s voice, he will lead you to say things that are not
necessary accepted by the world. This is why the Jedihood message is not here
to present personal views, or to ride the fence in fear of offending a party.

This message is here to share the truth—even if it isolates its giver.

In the book of Proverbs, it says “a fool has no delight in understanding, but that
his heart may discover itself.” How many out there are seeking to discover
themselves instead of true understanding? Would say that is the case for most.

“Do not be conformed to this world,” says Shaul to the Romans, “yet be
transformed by the renewing of your mind—that you may prove what is the
good, acceptable, and perfect will of the Father.”

Wisdom is not based on the gaining of perspectives, or even the self-discovery of
your own views. These are vain things. A forum of discussions may have its time
and place—yet when it becomes the overall focus of the way, then you will be
heading for trouble. Let’s be honest with ourselves—we have all seen this
happen year in and year out.

“Wide and broad is the way which leads to destruction,” says Yahshua, “and many
there be which go there. Yet straight is the gate, and narrow is the way, which
leads to life—and few there be that find it” (Matthew 7).

True wisdom is after seeking the path of the Father—not the path of opinions.
Opinions will come and go—they can be deceiving and change at a moment’s

notice. We must never rely on shallow doctrines.

Let us not forget the devices of Senator Palpatine.



Palpatine is associated with the word palpable, or palette—in other words, the
taste buds. His perceptible and ear-itching words swayed the Senate to invoke
Empire rule, easily manipulating the opinions of the crowd to create his Sith
order.

How did he do this? He simply gave them what they wanted to hear.

Ask yourself—are you merely hearing from those according to what you want to
hear? If you are, you are on dangerous ground.

This is a question we all must ask—we must ask this very thing upon our hearts.
Are we manipulating our opinions to create a personal order within us, instead of
listening to the Father’s order? Are we listening to our own doctrines instead of
following the true path?

If this is the case with you, know that you will lose the battles you face even
before you have begun—for the gradual, subtle ways of in’sidious’ness has taken
over. Your opinions, in essence, will lead to the manipulation of not only
countless others, yet your own self.

We must remember that opinions are personal judgments which are not
necessarily backed by knowledge or credibility. This is why they are open to
much dispute when shown in the light.

It is as the foolish man who builds his house upon the sand (Matthew 7).

Therefore, we must be careful not to seek advice provided from mere
perspective—for Master Worldly Wiseman, who resides in the great town of
Carnal Policy, will advise you to seek the path of easement at reasonable rates
(Pilgrim’s Progress).

Don't be deceived—seek the unshaken confidence of the Father and his
righteousness. Only in him will you find wisdom.



Closed Doors
5/4/2018

In order to go forward, one must be willing to let go of their previous ways—for
every door that fully opens, certain doors must eventually close.

So many believe that advancement can be made by simply ignoring prior
behaviors—that to show a sincere regret of past actions is enough by itself. The
consequences, though, still remain. By allowing deadly portals continued access
into our lives, many are, in essence, jeopardizing the homebound journey.

We must also learn to close the doors of ourselves—for the self can lead us astray
towards false devices.

In Isaiah 26, the Father says, “Come, my people, and enter into your rooms and
close your doors behind you—hide for a little while until indignation runs its
course.” At one point, Ezekiel is told to shut himself in his house—this allows the
Father to speak (through his mouth) to the rebellious house.

For the chosen ones out there: Be aware of the dark forces which go against the
calling the Father has given you. These forces will try to find a back door to trap
you—they will seek whatever exploits possible to shut you down.

This is when you must stand strong, guarding the entrances to your soul.

Pick up the sword of truth you have been given and fight faithfully—do not give in
to the wiles of the devil. “For we wrestle not against flesh and blood,” it says in
the letter to the Ephesians, “but against principalities, against powers, against the
rulers of the darkness of this world—against spiritual wickedness in high places.”

Remember that it is not always the person which speaks—it is also the spirit
which they are under. We must know who our enemy is, faithfully denying the
strongholds of darkness.



We must shut these doors and allow the Master to take over—for if the Father is
to indeed guide our actions, we must also allow him to also guard the doorways
to his temple.



It’s About Relationship, Not Religion
5/12/2018

A core aspect of the Jedihood message is the importance of trust and relationship
with the Father.

Many have turned to religion in order to fill their void—they do this while failing
to see that its reliance brings about an untrustworthy, worldly system.

We cannot turn to man-made mountains and expect them to support us without
exploitation. This reinforcement of the legion eventually leads to a process willing
do anything to extort its power base.

This is why we desperately need a direct connection—not one that is solely
dependent on man’s interpretation. It is our presumptions which have confused
truth to be mere conjecture, blending legitimacy with theory. This gives rise to
suppositions which are prone to error.

When watching the Star Wars Prequels, it is easy to see how corruption entered
the halls of the Jedi Order. It was not just the manipulation of Darth Sidious
(insidiousness) which led to its downfall— yet also the feeble, incompetent
responses of its own council, giving rise to force users such as Darth Tyrannus and
Darth Vader. The representatives within the Order were blinded by their own
pompousness.

The situation is somewhat similar to King Belshazzar and his final moments in
ruling Babylon, as written about in scripture (Daniel 5). It was his overconfidence
and sinister pomp which failed to see the Father’s writing on the wall—for in that
very night he was slain by the Medes.

Today, many have allowed the tyrant (Darth Tyrannus) and the father of darkness
(Darth Vader) to prevail in their actions, allowing insidiousness (Darth Sidious) to



maul wedges (Darth Maul) into their faith. This is the time for those of us to turn
to the Father, the source of life, and ask for him to be with us.

We cannot enforce a truth based upon of our own selves—we need a relationship
that is incorruptible, one that is “merciful and gracious, longsuffering, and

abundant in goodness and truth—keeping mercy for thousands, forgiving iniquity
and transgression and sin, and that will by no means clear the guilty” (Exodus 34).

The Father wants to provide for those able ones who respect him—people of
truth who hate covetousness—and place them as rulers instead of the proud
(Exodus 18). They, in turn, must act on the Father’s behalf—not their own.

By turning to the holy mountain, they avoid the temptations of the legion. The
void is made satisfied—the covenant is renewed.

We must allow the Master to point out the corruption within us—with his healing
power he will create an incorruptible spirit. In so doing, let us turn from our

Why the New Star Wars Movies Have Failed

Although it is still hard for some to swallow, the Star Wars Sequel movies have
epically failed on many levels, especially ‘The Last’ film.

There are many websites and videos which have voiced this—though some of you
are still wondering why it has gotten so bad. How can something which
attempted to be trendy, fashionable, and fresh sting so many of its original
fanbase? Why are these stories being so poorly presented? How did we arrive
here in the first place?

The same can actually be said with many of today’s films. The medium has been
so focused on depicting grandiose scenes of jaw dropping magnitude that it
hardly knows how to tell a decent story anymore.

These current story treatments are mirrors of our current society. We live in a
world today which wants to arrive at the destination without fully working toward
the destined path. Many in our society are lazy, wanting the easy way out of
responsibilities. Instead of putting in the investment, many constantly throw
their lives away for temporary pleasures.

Older movies, such as The Seven Samurai, show a time period in which unseen
heroes risked their lives to impose the roles they have been given—the task to
save a group of innocent bystanders from the clutch of evil bandits. Today,
displaying such virtues is looked upon as ‘uncool’ by most, let alone old fashioned.

Many have credited the success of the original Star Wars story to the faithful
depiction of the Hero’s Journey, a term coined by Joseph Campbell (which George
Lucas studied). Campbell found common motifs in heroic, mythical stories, such
as the call to adventure, supernatural aid, and the challenge brought through a
series of feats.



Some have even quoted that many successful films, such as The Road Warrior,
The Matrix, The Wizard of Oz, Lord of the Rings, and even The Karate Kid, as
successfully depicting this ancient story arch within their scripts.

This ancient storytelling has a different origin than some would care to admit—for
its prototype comes directly from the scripture themselves. In fact, it essentially
comes from the story of Moses, or Moshe, found in the first five books of the
Bible known as the Torah.

The Torah, in the Hebrew language, means the instructions—or, in other words,
the guide and teacher—it is also known as the direction, the path, and the
compass. The Jedihood message refers to it as the script, or scriptures.

Picture the Torah, for example, as an archery instructor, someone who shows you
how to shoot the arrow right to the center of the mark or target. The Torah is the
Father’s blueprint, an instructional guidebook which faithfully shows how to
follow the path.

Many of us want to figure things out for ourselves without paying attention to
directions. When it comes to our purpose and destiny—many of us wonder why
we fail so miserably. The answer is simple. If we can’t even obey our parents, or
love our brother as ourselves, how can we fully listen to our calling?

Each of these instructional books has a purpose. Genesis, the first book, is a
prequel story which briefly explains the history of a chosen generation. We are
then led up to the major conflict of Exodus—a battle between Moses and
Pharaoh, of Yah and the false gods of Egypt. This is then followed by the books of
Leviticus and Numbers—books which presents a series of instructions and trials.
The Torah then concludes with Deuteronomy, which is a reiteration (pep talk if
you will) of what was already learned.

These books then take us to Joshua, a man who faithfully brings the Israelites into
the Promise Land.



Star Wars has the basic formula which the Torah originated. The original movie
begins with Episode 1V, depicting a series of battles which the heroes succeed
when facing the Empire (Exodus). In The Empire Strikes Back, we find our heroes
in conflict—Luke Skywalker gains instruction from Yoda (Leviticus), eventually
dueling against Darth Vader yet fails in his efforts (Numbers). By the time of
Return of the Jedi, we see our heroes confronting what they have learned by
faithfully completing certain tasks (Deuteronomy). This allows the destruction of
the Empire to bring renewal to the galaxy (Joshua). The Prequels, in turn, were
eventually made to explain the origin of the first three Star Wars movies
(Genesis).

The sequels though have failed in this adaptation. Sadly, if they would have paid
attention, they would have known the original formula.

This leads us to the book of Judges. Judges is basically a set of stories which speak
of heroes who are called to defend their land. They are, in many respects, the
Jedi of the scriptures. This message will speak more about this particular book in
the future, showing how it is a key which unlocks understanding concerning the
Jedirole.

The script is meant to be played out in today's world. In short, there are certain
people who are meant to be challenged—to be taken out of their comfort zone to
show them their fruit and talents to the Master. That is why stories which
connect their storytelling with scripture are so powerful.

Will these chosen ones be faithful? We will find out.



The Great Famine

What is most troubling about the current state of society is the increased scarcity
of spiritual truth. In the scriptures, this was known as an early indicator prior to
judgments that would come upon the land.

Just as Moses warns in Deuteronomy 28 —curses, such as the fruit of the body
(infertility), the increase of disease (scabs, botches, and soreness), and the
increase of separation (another man with another’s wife) is becoming more
prominent in a world many appear to see as improving. Our sons and daughters
are being given to others to control—all the while we hold onto “a trembling
heart, a failing of eyes, and a sorrow of mind.”

In essence, many have not increased due to the allowance of plagues into our
camps. Many do not hearken diligently to the voice of the Father—because of
this many have degraded themselves, walking along the path towards death.
Many have neglected in hearing the order.

The Jedi, as we soon discover in Star Wars, always suffered duress and confusion
when they failed to hear the calling and follow the order—when the Jedi faltered,
so did the people (along with the entire galaxy).

profane out of the mountain of Elohim.”

“Because you have set your heart as the heart of Elohim—behold, therefore will |
bring strangers upon you, the terrible of the nations—and they will draw their
swords against the beauty of your wisdom.”

Is this not what happened in Star Wars? Is this not what is happening today?

If we are to survive this hunger, we must turn away from the gods we have
created in ourselves—and instead of following our current orientation, return

once again to our true origination.

Vices (Part 1)

This person has been having a series of dreams the last two nights—they have led
me to speak about the following subject:

The Jedihood message speaks of virtue and honor—the behavior of depicting the
highest standard. Over time, as this standard has been publicly thwarted, many
have failed to recognize the methods in which this has been accomplished.

This has been accomplished through vices. Many of us have been taught that
certain vices they practice are perfectly normal—that they are socially acceptable
and have no real consequences associated to them. This, of course, is not true—
which is why we see those around us fall prey to them.

In fact, these vices have such a subtlety it is hard for even the most prudent to
discern it.

When testing those who call themselves Jedi, you will find these dishonorable
spirits are still being revealed within a great number of them. Finding such a
spirit should help us realize that this is based on a private matter—for it informs
us of the inner state of where people are currently. Given this, we must be
careful in how we respond to it.

This is yet another reason why we must be careful not to amalgamate all these
spirits together and call it the Force. When you eat from the tree of good and
evil, you are led to the curse.

If the Father unveils any of the following vices, especially if it is found within, it is
the duty of the chosen to meditate and pray about it—asking for correctness and

wisdom. We will be given wisdom if we sincerely ask for it.

So here we go.



Covetousness:

This is a strong desire for the possession of worldly things. This is usually
equated to idolatry, or object worship, yet also stems from other desires which
separate us from higher principle—such as the unhealthy yearning of a selfish
character from those around us. The desire to influence others, all while
accumulating their wealth through usury, is an indicator of this spirit. Jediism—
especially one particular sect—is very much involved in this.

Wickedness:

This is twisting of the directed path the Father has given. The word ‘wicked’ is
based off of the word ‘wick’ from the candle. People would twist the wick so that
the fuel (oil) could be better supplied to the flame. Just as a carpet react to a
strong water leak—there is a gradual damage which seeps further and further
into the facility. People have used the Star Wars movies, for example, to twist the
directive to suit their personal preferences, especially paths which lead to
distorted truths. This has created a gradual damage—Ileading to the decay of
foundational truth within the house of certain communities.

Backbiting:

This is intentional attacking of someone’s character behind their back. This spirit
is rather frequent in today’s world and poses as common tactic—especially with
those who have purposely placed themselves in online garb in order to defame
the absent so they cannot defend themselves. This detracts from the creditably
of their words, attacking the messenger and not the actual message. Usually, you
will see this activity when people cannot openly discredit the message, and, in
turn, further validates the message itself. Just as a dog which bites behind the
back—we must be careful not to give into this animalistic, vile spirit. It is the
path to darkness.



Strife:

This is an infuriation of bitterness when in disagreement over fundamental issues.
Having disagreement is acceptable—yet when such debate leads to unbalanced
anger, focusing strictly on self-preservation, this gives into a spirit which will
separate you from uncovering truths. It creates unhealthy grudges, leading the
tongue to act in misjudgment. We must uncover this unfriendly spirit and call it
out from among us.

Haughtiness:

This is the attitude of being disdainfully proud, leading to presumptive thinking
and cynical insensitivity. In the scriptures, the Hebrew word ‘gaba’ comes from
this type of arrogance, meaning ‘to be high.” Just as with physical vices—such as
narcotics and fermented substances—spiritual vices can create a sense of
superiority with aftereffects which sting like an adder. We must not tarry with
this spirit. If you find this spirit from within your gates, fall in humility to the
Father—ask for strength to overcome this vicious attacker.

There are many more vices which we will bring up later. For now, let us stop
here.

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Vices (Part 2)

Let us continue where we left off regarding the recognition of spiritual vices.

Daily behavior is a testament towards applying belief. In essence, faith has
everything to do with application. While many may speak of various truths, it is
the fruit of the spirit which speaks much louder than their words.

Teaching comes from living. What many fail to understand is that habitual acts of
a mature, consistent direction are, at the very heart, a sincere guidance. The lack
of maturity, on the other hand, reflects a deliberate trapping. Itis important to
distinguish which is which.

A good example of this is the doctrinal maxims of Jediism. We see the preaching
of justice, courage, and loyalty—yet if, at the very heart of the movement, you
see a lifestyle which does not seek the path of righteousness (yet tolerance),
giving into tactics of cowardice instead of virtuous acts of bravery—you know the
practice is deeply flawed.

Virtue comes from daily commitment, a seriousness of mind— as Yoda put it—not
a casual, spoken recital. We do not see many forms of this seriousness today—
yet a whimsical, negligent nature that has corrupted the very minds of its
converts.

This is why this person is going to continue to reveal the spirits of corruption. By
doing so, we will find a distinctive separation from what may appear to be

virtuous to that which clearly is.

So let us continue.



Scorn:

This is the active approach of treating someone as worthless. This especially
occurs with elders, the weak, or those with very unpopular viewpoints. This
pompous act of disrespect and mistreatment is an early indicator of a movement
that will degrade itself within a few generations—for the very people in charge
will eventually be decapitated by their followers. |If you are under the tutorage of
someone who practices this vice, leave immediately—you do not want this spirit
imparted on you. Impartation is real and can negatively affect the rest of your
life.

Maliciousness:

This is the express intention of causing unjustified harm to another person. Many
see this through solely a physical lens—yet there is also a strong spiritual
undercurrent as well. When an unnatural enmity has increased—to a point of
hatred and cursing towards a fellow neighbor, friend, or brother/sister—we must
recognize this to be sign of an inner desire to commit evil. That is why it
important that judgment stems on holiness, not personal vengeance.

Boasting:

This is the excessive bragging about personal experiences and skills achieved,
especially when they do not warrant such praise. Like the flexing of muscles
upon the mirrors of the audience—we have been taught that it is socially
acceptable to gloat our natural given abilities. It is the sign of the nakedness
within the inner soul, the striping away of dignity in order to advertise unclean
spirits. If one’s greatest merits have to be constantly displayed in order to be
recognized, you have a serious problem.



Foolishness:

This is a strong lack of good sense, or reckless judgment. This unhealthy vice will
attack you consistently—especially if it knows it can weaken you towards walking
into the very traps you just got out of. People are quick to flock towards
leadership yet do not test them on their spiritual sight (or lack thereof). As Obi-
Wan stated, “Who is the more foolish, the fool or the fool who follows him?” The
Father’s wisdom is especially important—it will faithfully show what works
without having to personally experience it. You do not have to drink alcohol, for
instance, to know the damage it does to the living filter we call the liver. When
you live in holiness, you realize your body is not your own.

Deceit:

This is the deliberate act of concealing a truth in order to mislead others. Many
people have used the Jedi path in order to push a personal or political agenda,
just as we see with the LucasFilm and the Star Wars franchise today. Over time,
this deception eventually shows its fruit. If we are truly following the path of
rightness, we should be able discern this carnal practice and warn others about
it—which is what this message is essentially doing. “If you do not stand up for
something,” as it is said, “you will fall for anything.”

These vices, and many others, will stop you from finding the homeward path. We
must learn to recognize what these spirits are doing in our lives. Call out to the
Father for wisdom and it will be given. If, at our core, we find a practice which
directly compromises foundational truth, we must pray wholesomely for its
removal.

It is easy to tell ourselves, “Everyone makes mistakes.” Although we may see
many fail in a task, this does not mean it is right for us to do the same—it does
not give us the entitlement to lower the standard for everyone’s acceptance.

Instead of being so quick to reference the ‘)’ word, it is best to practice and show
what it means by living the lifestyle through and through—hence the message
which is being shared. It acts as a rod (a bokken or yard stick, if you will) and, at
times, will be very hard to accept. This is not only to test your endurance, yet to
challenge you to see if you are expected to perform a higher calling.

Without challenge, there is no learning—there is no award given. As the saying
goes, “Experience is a hard teacher—it gives the test first, then the lesson
afterward.”

We will also look upon this truth with further detail.

There are many out there who ask for wisdom and discernment—the ability to be
decisive, reasonable, and perceptive. These gifts come directly from the Father.
What many fail to understand though is that these gifts go hand in hand with the
concept of judgment.

One of the most misquoted lines in scripture is “judge not.” Not only is this taken
out of context, but used today as a method to avoid open discernment. In effect,
it has led to hypocritical behavior—the ability to avoid personal criticism, while, in
the same breath, flaunting critical views based on personal preference. Because
of this act, the very scripture being highlighted is broken.

The scriptures make it plain that we should not be judging according to that which
we are not being judged for. Why so, you ask? This is because it is our very
judgments which will be judged upon ourselves—we are held accountable to the
same discernments we advocate.

There is a higher standard involved—once we remove the standard (attempt to
hide ourselves in indecisiveness and ignorance) we fail in being intuitive and
observant to the very issues which rely upon it. We open the flood gates of
ambiguity in order to avoid discovery of our own misdeeds.

For many years, this person has been involved in a plethora of various discussions.
With each discussion, though, there must be a clarified reasoning—a sincere
growth. Today, this form of interaction has led to the catering of personal
prejudices over the defense and revealing of truth.



This is why this particular activity is not heavily relied on as it has been before, for
it has given a false sense of security.

None of us stood when the foundations of the world were laid. Given this, it is
foolish to completely stand on finite views—viewpoints, like moods, can come
and go as they are built upon (or completely desecrated).

We cannot faithfully council others if we are being unfaithful in our own inner
council. This is why we must remove the beams first—that is, the elephants in
our rooms. Doing so allows us to not only hold ourselves accountable to the
righteousness we outwardly depict, yet also the consciences of those around us.

By faithfully doing this task, we will find an inner peace within.

Peace (shalom), as spoken in scripture, represents completeness, or wholeness.
This peace is not the acceptance of mixed thinking or the withholding of active
discernment—such paths only lead to despair.

Being complete requires a clean house—not the acceptance of obvious messes.
We must never be afraid of the broom which sweeps out injustice when it is

notably seen. This act should not initially happen from without, yet from within.

Wisdom and discernment can be granted to us—although its judgments must first
be displayed and accepted upon our very souls.

Hopefully this understanding will reach beyond these words.



The Will to Work

It is amazing how often we do not fully appreciate the abundant gifts we have
been given. How difficult it is to think of the endless charities which have been
ignored—especially those placed upon a silver platter.

For those who hear the Father’s calling, please take this moment to see that your
life is not worth wasting. The fruits, indeed, are worth harvesting.



Get Ready for the Trials

In Star Wars, it was crucial for initiates to pass what was known as the Jedi Trials.
These series of tests displayed one’s reaction towards isolation, fear, betrayal,
forgiveness, and many other important attributes.

Take note the word ‘Trials’ refers to more than just one trial. This is very
important—for it depicts a series of acts which stretch over critical moments in
time. We should also note these trials were not only to be completed, yet to be
passed with certainty.

There is a great responsibility when it comes to inspection. The teaching
moment doesn’t stop with a completed task—it needs to continue in our fruits.

This requires more than just acknowledgement. It requires an active passing.

The Father has made it known that there are trials coming. Get ready for it—for
it is the trial which teaches us who we are (as well as who we are not). Its primary
responsibility is to challenge us, observing our reaction at certain times of
decision and duress.

Do You See All of these Stars in the Heavens?

The eyes turned away just as the first
one was about to hit. The earth swallowed the great impact. The earth was
restless—it was as if a vibrational rumbling was occurring.

Had already turned around and started to run at great speed as this mighty scene
ensued.

Suddenly, the ground lifted up into the heavens—the impacted had created a
huge wave (it was very similar to the first ripple of water after one throws a large
object into it).

Following the Will
8/6/2018

Going to share with you another connection between the scriptures and Star
Wars—that being of the Will.

This is not just any will, such as personal willpower or the will of expression—this
is of a greater will. It is the will of a higher, expressed form.

Star Wars hints of this will, yet as the story has progressed (and changed hands) it
has transformed into something entirely different. It now merely acts as a false
counterfeit to the real thing.

This begs the question—what is the real thing? And why is it important to follow
this will in your life?

We do not have to look far to find it spoken clearly in the script.

“Trust in Yah with all your heart, leaning not unto your own understanding. In all
your ways, acknowledge him—and he shall direct your paths” (Proverbs 3).

Today, certain people seek the Father’s will in their life. They speak of Father’s
will in this or that action or thing—yet, at the same time, they fail in following the
simple things he has made plain.

The Father sees many who cry “for length of days, and long life, and peace,” yet
are quick to forget his laws and commands. It is a simple matter. In short, we
complicate his directions in order to not follow it plainly. This complication leads
to dissociation.

By comparison, the original will expressed in Star Wars has also gone a very
similar direction—it is no wonder why many have dissociated themselves from
the story.



In the movie Star Wars: A New Hope, when Obi-Wan Kenobi trains Luke
Skywalker, we learn of a will which is explained in simplicity. Kenobi spoke of a
will which not only control actions, yet also obeys commands.

These commands, though, were only followed when the will was strong from
within. On the other hand, those who were weak minded could not resist its
directive.

Today, many call such communication as mediation—this is done in order to keep
the connection impersonal.

Ironically, this impersonality is quite similar to the idols of stone the Father
rejects. In Deuteronomy, for instance, the Father makes it quite clear to destroy
the altars, cut down the groves, and burn the graven images with fire.

The danger in these objects is how they aim to take you away from the true will—
not the wills of outer stone, yet the higher will that is meant to be practiced from
within.

In Ezekiel, it says of the chosen which have been cleansed from their idols: “a new
heart also will | give you, and a new spirit will | put within you—I will take away
the stony heart out of your flesh and will give you a heart of flesh.”

This is why it is so important to be in prayer and fasting at this time. With prayer
and fasting, there is an important relationship involved. The connection is
personal, organic, and real.

On the other hand, when we disassociate from this relationship, we lose the true
spiritual form the Father’s will is meant to manifest.

In Star Wars: The Phantom Menace, we see Qui-Gon Jinn intentionally defying the
Jedi Council. This council has become a group of leaders steeped in politically and
religiously-correct thinking, a noxious toxic which slowly affects their ability to
respond effectively.



Because of this, Qui-Gon intentionally defies them in order to follow the will. In
fact, it is this very will that not only leads him to find Anakin Skywalker, yet also
shapes the life journey of Obi-Wan Kenobi.

Yet instead of midichlorian counts, or biological symbionts (as presented in the
movie), a living household of faith is the result of the true practice. We see this
clearly in the scriptures.

As Yahshua answered the disciples, “If you have faith, and not doubt, it shall be
done. Whatsoever you shall ask in prayer, believing,” he says, “you shall receive.”

It is also no coincidence we learn from Star Wars about the Guardians and
Journals of the Whills. This idea has also taken a secular grasp of a spiritual
concept.

This, though, is not the time to follow the Force’s will. This is the time for the
righteous to follow the Father’s will—for he is our only hope.

“For | know the thoughts that | think toward you,” says Yah, “thoughts of peace,
and not evil—to give you an expected end. Then shall you call upon me and shall
go and pray unto me—and | will hearken unto you” (Jeremiah 29).

“You will seek me and find me when you have searched for me with all your
heart.”

There was a time, long ago, when the called-out ones were sound—they required
discipline, patience, servitude, a defending of the weak and promotion of justice.
They were able to practice self-sacrifice, humility, and honesty.

Yet these individuals eventually stumbled away from the path of guardianship,
forgetting the requirement of giving oneself over to a greater will.

Soon afterwards, people behind them started to create a religious order from
these virtues, becoming blind to their own procedures. They gave in to mindless
ritual, meditating for days on end without seeing beyond a shroud of darkness
which surrounded their being. An evil subtleness began to grow with each
passing day—their greatest teachers had no way of comprehending it.

It was Sidious who had come into their camps.

Darth Sidious is a real Darth Lord of the Sith—he truly exists today. He hides
himself as Senator Palpatine, a politician who loves the palette (the taste buds) to
manipulate people into building an Imperial Order.

This tasting seems pleasing to take in at first. It is palatable—quite pleasing to the
tongue. Yet once digested, it leads to an inner corruption.

It is the forbidden fruit.

George Lucas was very familiar with this character. In fact, he spoke about him in
THX-1138 under the name of SEN. SEN was a person who looked eagerly for a
new roommate—he used whatever means necessary to bring upon this selfish
result.



He failed to leave the oppressive, robotic city—for he is a representation of fallen
man, one who cannot break away from man’s corrupted system.

Note the words Sidious, Senator, and SEN. It is very much based on a word found
in scripture—what many refer to as sin.

Many have twisted the meaning of sin in order to hide themselves from it. Yet,
with all the manipulation, it has a rather simple definition.

In the scriptures, it speaks of sin as leaven. Leaven is an additive which, when put
into dough while being kneaded, rises up in full force during the baking process.

It represents an inner corruption of the self, an additive that is very subtle at
first—once it gives rise to the fermentation within one’s spirit, it can be
impossible to let go unless given the antidote.

In the Torah, there is a known feast called Unleavened Bread. It is a time which
leaven is supposed to be removed from all items of food and placed outside of
the camp. This is to teach us the importance of removing sin from our lives.

The reason why we avoid the concept of sin is because many do not like to point
out this manipulation within themselves (let alone others pointing it out for
them).

We must come to terms that all of us have taken hold of the forbidden fruit at
one point in our lives—it has given us a loss of our innocence. If we are to
properly defend the innocent, it is this leavened bread which must be denied.

Yahshua spoke of the living bread, the manna which rains down from heaven.
This is the bread we are to partake in. By eating it, we die of ourselves,
understanding that our ways have been corrupted by the Adversary.

Many people had a hard time with his teaching and left him at that hour. It was a
test of their discernment.



Darth Sidious is a result of a fallen order—it is an order which has allowed
procedure and ritual to dictate instead of selflessness, sincerity, and faith. Itis
Sidious which allows the Empire to rise within us, molding us into a pawn of
darkness instead of a servant of the light. By denying ourselves of the pleasures
of the world, we are denying his manipulation of our lives.

Do not live by this bread alone—live by every word which proceeds from the
mouth of the Father (Deuteronomy). When you have done this, know that you
have passed a great challenge.



This is Why We Fail

Our eyes can deceive us. Still, many of us trust them. Then, when the voice says
to “let go,” we hesitate, pressing onward with our targeting computers.

Eventually, things go wrong. We then complain that the Master is the fool—in
truth, it is our own blindness which has made us the more foolish.

Human beings commonly look towards the mere physical for insight. Such
placeholders may point to a spiritual truth, yet does not necessarily produce truth
by itself.

This is why we must be careful to fully invest ourselves in such items—the
scriptures warn is about this. Although some may find happiness in temporary
things, eventually its overall sustenance will wane. Reality is much more than
what we carnally observe with our flesh.

In the Star Wars Prequels, the Jedi were purged due to this ever-growing focus.
Their pursuit towards maintaining a visible influence clouded their judgment—it
prevented them from discerning a deep, spiritual depravity within their own
ranks.

The rise of the Separatists, for instance, may have been generated by crafty Sith
Lords—yet it would have never gained momentum if not for the corruption the
Jedi failed to distinguish. Although the Jedi had taught their Padawans to avoid
personal attachment, for instance, they failed to see their own conformity to a
degrading system—a system which promoted a deadly idleness towards social
conformity.

As was criticized by Yahshua of the Pharisees, the unhealthy practice of vain ritual
should never dictate our overall task to perform—doing so allows our spiritual
households to become an adulterated marketplace.

We will now revisit a few of the common Jedi terms. Let us go deeper into their
meanings to find how misplaced investment in the physical can weaken our
spiritual state—just as it did during prior to the Jedi purge.



The Jedi Temple

As with the fallen Jedi, most people today focus way too much on a physical
temple or church building instead of the sanctity of those within it. In truth, it is
the body and mind which is to become a temple for the spirit of holiness—they
must be kept sanctified and upright. Most treat their facilities as a dumpster,
walking towards tendencies which defile the soul—not preserving it. It should be
treated as a consecrated space. It must be fervently guarded from evil attacks.

The Jedi Order

Many of us are too busy fabricating unproven orders instead of obeying the
original ones we were innately given. These directives have been around for
thousands of years for a reason—prosperous generations have lived on
proclaiming their influence. Obedience to the order is a key component in
fulfilling it—we should never expect people to follow with us if we are not
following the commands spiritually ordained for us to perform. Our inability to
listen to the Master teaches those around us to do likewise, ignorantly
progressing backwards according to our own flawed instructions.

The Jedi Code, Creed, Maxims, Tenants, etc.

Accurately reciting a statement of divine belief does not come anywhere close to
the successful, ongoing performance of its full interpretation. The same can be
said with the scriptures itself—we can muse all we want about its application, yet
if it is not being daily performed in the actions of those who preach it, then it is a
waste of everyone’s time. Remember—we are judged by the very standards we
hold towards other people. Line memorization does not at all equate with the
true living and knowing of its concept.

Keep in mind these are just a few explained examples. There are others.



We must be careful to never allow visual appearance to act as the primary
substitute for faith. Some may stress the importance of removing ignorance
through knowledge, for example, yet if they are conveniently ignoring truths by
hiding certain whereabouts—which is the greatest indicator?

In short, our world has become too attached towards external devices which do
not feed us spiritually—these objects have plagued more than they have helped.
The more society turns to them for guidance, the easier it is for them to be
swayed towards their own destruction.



Do You Know?
9/28/2018

Now that we are at this point, going to go ahead and re-explain in further detail
where the word ‘Jedi’ comes from and what it means.

Some people have claimed sources such as Japanese Theatre (jidaigeki) or an
ancient order of the Egyptians (djedi), yet the word stems from an entirely
different origin. In fact, these cultures learned of this word from a much earlier
source.

The reason you may never have heard about the following truth (prior to this
message) is because many do not pay close attention to a most precious
resource—a revealing guidebook called the script. The scriptures have shed light
on this word many times. This is yet a moment for its further revealing.

The incredible thing about this is you can still find the word clearly placed within
the English biblical text, especially when it comes to two distinct names. The first
one is found in 2nd Samuel—it is this book we learn of the name Jedidiah. We
see the Jedidiah name yet again 2nd Kings. The second name is found in 1*
Chronicles, in which the word is frequently mentioned—Jediael.

Yah and El, as noted at the end of both names, are direct references to the Father.
These references are still present in common names today—names such as Elijah,
Isaiah, Michael, and Daniel. Grasping this truth unlocks a door to further
understanding the Jedi reference, especially when realizing the names refer to a
specific act the Father is currently displaying.

The meaning of the word Jedi can be learned within the 2nd Samuel reference. In
the book, it says “she bore a son and he called his name Solomon—and Yah loved
him. He was sent by the hand of Nathan the prophet, calling his name Jedidiah,
because of Yah.”



The first sentence should automatically clue you in to the meaning of Jedidiah,
that being “Yah loved.”

Jedidiah is, at times, translated as “beloved by Yah” or “friend of Yah.” This
beloved friendship, though, is a very particular form of intimacy—it is a
relationship which goes beyond that of human interaction.

What is this relationship? One of the first hints we have of it is when Yah speaks
to Solomon in a dream, mentioned early on in 1st Kings. We know this is the case
because, just prior to the dream, the book says “And Solomon loved Yah.” This is
a critical reference in the story.

In this dream, Solomon asks “Give your servant an understanding heart to judge
thy people, that | may discern between good and bad.”

This quote should automatically take you back to the exact words that were given
earlier in this message. You may have also wondered, “Why does this person
keep mentioning the concept of judgment?” There is a very important reason for
this.

With this said, let us now take a good look at the key points to this request. First
of all, note that the relationship is based on servanthood—this is essential
towards grasping the meaning of the Jedi word. Secondly, note again the phase
“an understanding heart to judge,” as well as “discern between good and bad.”
This should bring to mind some key passages shared regarding in the Garden of
Eden, as well as certain words spoken about by Yahshua the Messiah.

Some of you might also remember a certain question Luke Skywalker gives to
Yoda, in which he asks, “How am | to know the good side from the bad?”

Yoda responds, “You will know—when you are calm, at peace. Passive.”

It is not a coincidence that the name Solomon refers to the Hebrew word
“shalom,” which means ‘peace’. This is not an ordinary peace—it is one which



brings about a deep, inner calmness. It is the clarity of mind, the passive
response of a humble acceptance and allowance—not to men, yet to the Father.

It also represents a specific form of servitude.

It is good to note that the word Knight means ‘servant’ in the Germanic Language.
To become a Jedi Knight is to become a Humble Servant—not just a Peaceful
Listener, yet an Intimate Knower.

Solomon, in his dream, is asking for an intimate knowing (‘you will know’). This
knowing is naturally expressed in a specific form of spiritual wisdom.

As this message mentioned prior, the evidence of this gift carries onto the next
part of the story, in which Solomon makes his famous judgment between two
mothers who fight over a baby child. He announces that he will split the baby in
two—the natural response of the true mother is then revealed.

Later on, the script says “And Yah gave wisdom and understanding exceeding
much, and largeness of heart.”

Let us now look closer at the actual Jedi word and connect further meaning.

If you look up the root meaning of Jedi in Hebrew, you will learn that it means ‘to
know.” A similar connection is also made with the name Yoda, which means ‘to
be wise.’

Is it no wonder that the Jedi are Knights who serve the greater will, while Yoda
presents wisdom when he speaks, discerning between the Light and the Dark?

If the Jedihood message has been calling to you, you will eventually be shown
that the Jedi word is specifically action (or verb) based. Itisindeed an act of a
specific, spiritual intimacy which is scattered throughout the scriptures—it is
simply hidden due to English translation and lack of spiritual insight.



Not only is this word found in the stories of the Garden of Eden, Noah, Moses,
and the rest of the Torah, yet also in the Prophets, Psalms, and the Gospels.

It was not expected for this person to find this truth in the scriptures—it
happened as it happened. In fact, it happened when this person had completely
removed the false understanding of Jedi. By fully letting go, the truth was
instantly revealed.

The Vineyard

A spiritual brother spoke sincerely some days ago, mentioning a concern in which
Jedihood has been clinging a bit much on Star Wars as of late. After reading
some scripture, he asked for this message to focus more on the scriptural
message as was originally given. This touched me greatly.

Although there is nothing wrong with presenting Star Wars metaphors, if you
have come to this point you may be ready to sink into hardier meat.

The conversation also helped me see that some are earnestly asking questions,
waiting to see what is beyond the metaphorical veil. In the scriptures, it is
commonly referenced as parable—a story in which deep spiritual truths are
presented in everyday language (otherwise known as the common tongue). This
is done to help the current culture relate with its overall meaning.

Most people are not aware that scripture is the Father way to present wholesome
guidance to his children. The problem is people strictly look at the words through
an informational or historical lens. This is not to say the script does not have
these truths (far from it)—yet its real purpose is to show us the way home.

This is why many have a hard time discerning what is actually being written. In
fact, the words can seem quite foreign to some.

When reading the scriptures, this person relates to it more as a treasure map, a
legend, or as a spiritual roadmap/journal—once you see it in this light it will open
many doors.

Jedihood exists to help relate the Father’s words within a language and dialect
people can understand. This, in short, is the real substance behind the speaking
of tongues.



While there is still a great hesitancy out there for this message, there are also a
few here and there sincerely asking for interpretations.

in thirst.”

Today, the same story can be given.



Years ago, when younger, a vineyard was planted. In its beginning it was well
cared for, pruned, and watered. It was given a tower to guard its doors. A
winepress was provided to execute justice.

Yet, as its defenders and maintainers left, it was given to the hands of foolish
gardeners. Within its walls are wild grapes. Although appearing as clean and
pure, these grapes have been tasted prior to their harvest—they are found bitter.
They have no solid, upright trunk.

“Woe unto them that call evil good and good evil, putting darkness for light and
light for darkness—bitter for sweet and sweet for bitter!”

Is it time for the few of us remaining to be gardeners again, “uprooting the
poisonous growth” as my brother put it?

If so, it must begin within the wildness of the soul.



Focus on the Spirit

Many years ago now, there was a time this person was quite focused on creating
orders, protocols, and things of that nature—had produced many writings and
teachings while initiating in a great deal of structural conversation.

The scriptures remind me of the frailty of these early activities.

The Wine Press

Being in a weakened state, the Father recently presented a dream to share
knowledge of a confrontation which had been unleashed—a spirit whose name
was Gath.

Did not know what the word meant—so, when cornering this spirit, called him
Goliath (which he consented). In fact, his influence was shown to be the reason
for the heavy tiredness that was being received.

When awakening from the dream, this person looked up the name and learned
that Gath is a city referenced in the scriptures. In fact, Goliath (the one who
confronted David, a champion of the Philistines) originated from this very city.
This became a major confirmation to the dream’s spiritual significance.

The word Gath, in Hebrew, means ‘wine press’. The word is also visually similar
to the English word ‘gather’, or ‘gathering’.

It is no coincidence that a wine press was mentioned recently in the previous
message called The Vineyard—for it referenced a prophecy of a vineyard written
in Isaiah.

A wine press is an instrument which helps harvesters trodden ripened grapes into
juice. This action is performed when the grapes are gathered during the end of
harvesting. The wine press is heavily referred to in scriptures, representing an act
of judgment.

Do remember the Gath spirit in the dream being very angry, yet frustrated—he
had followed this person with a heated fervor, yet it from a distance (without
confrontation). In other words, he was as a hunter which could not faithfully
hunt.



The Father revealed that this spirit represents the fallen orders of certain Jedi-
type groups. They are quite bitter—they do not know how to respond to this
message and what has happened because of it. They are a gathering which
appear as Goliath, yet are not able to counter as with confrontations in the past.

When reading the scriptures, found that the translated word for ‘church’ had
been greatly exaggerated from its intended meaning. In the original language, a
better translation would be ‘a solemn assembly’, or, better yet, ‘a gathering of
called-out ones’.

It should not then surprise us that the church system today is so easily accessible
by those outside of traditional faiths—this act is simply pointing out the true
origin of the word.

The origin for the word ‘church’ comes from the word ‘kirk’, which comes from
the word ‘kirke’, or ‘circe’. Circe is where you get the word ‘circus’, a direct
reference to the pagan goddess Circe.

Many have no idea what gods (and their sorcery) they actually condone. This is
because they have been hidden within socially accepted beliefs.

One of these gods, for instance, is the goddess known as Libertas, or the
Babylonian prostitute Semiramis. She is directly associated to a particular
concept you might recognize. The scriptures also speak of a particular type of
alchemist sorcery known as Pharmakeia, represented by the Caduceus—we do
not have to look far to see how this word has evolved.



There is a very important reason why the scriptures teach us not to look towards
the gods of stone. Keep in mind that these truths are not solely given in the past
for a distant land—the words are speaking to us today.

Many today have turned towards dogmatic theology and humanist belief systems.
These practices may present an aura of faithful living, yet can easily provide a
doorway towards an amalgamation of accepted vices.

If we are to live righteously, we must turn away from sources which promote
spiritual prostitution—for faithfulness is about loyalty. It is about commitment

towards a deeper calling, quite similar to a marriage contract.

It is not about what we tell others. It is about how our lives are being expressed.

Know the following will offend some people—yet am going to share the following
as sensibly as possible.

As you should know by now, the Jedihood message does not exist to please
people with tasteful delicacies.

As explained before, we have heard often the quote, “Judge not that you be not
judged,” especially from those who do not read the scriptures. If one looks at the
Messiah’s complete teaching, you will find the quote is further explained in a



loose parable—a parable which reveals that we should remove the beam first
from our own eye before removing the splinter from our brother’s eye.

This is not to say to ignore both the beam and the splinter, or that the splinter is
insignificant (a splinter in the mind’s eye can be detrimental as well as the beam).
His words are simply revealing to us that we should remove both in a particular
order.

In essence, the story reminds us to be aware of our faults and taking care of them
first—this avoids hypocrisy.

Yahshua was not indecisive when speaking the truth. He was fully able to judge
the practices of the Pharisees and Sadducees, as well as cities such as Chorazin,
Bethsaida, and Capernaum. “It shall be more tolerable for the land of Sodom in
the day of judgment then for you.”

Keep in mind this is the same man who said of Jerusalem’s temple, “There shall
not be left here one stone upon another that shall not be thrown down.” We can
then fast forward to the events of 70 AD, when the army of Rome sacked and
burnt the barren temple to the ground.

Yahshua was a man of conviction—not a promoter of social acceptance. In fact, it
is through his conviction that many faithful ones were healed by his miracles.

This is because he understood that physical ailment is directly related with
spiritual—he did not tolerate sin from those who could see their implications, yet
was very understanding to those who were spiritual babes.

The book of Matthew, mind you, is making the case for a holy, reigning king—and,
as king, he must show a higher wisdom.

Our society has foolishly rewarded those who practice a form of foolishness.
Because the foolish are taught not to discern, they are not able to faithfully judge
others (let alone themselves). This allows free reign of various forms of
perversion.



In truth, this is the price people are willing to pay for personal liberty. The
Father’s kingdom, though, is definitely worth the cost.

With this said, let remember that wisdom is the successful application of
knowledge—when we practice indecisiveness, we are promoting the ways of
ignorance and foolishness.

When Yahshua went to fast in the wilderness for forty days and nights, the
restraint wasn’t focused on just the carnal. We are looking at a much broader
fasting—one which denied human interaction, social activities, employment, and
other activities. He allowed himself to be examined by the Adversary, a tempter
who spoke to him when he was at his weakest point.

Yahshua learned how the Father’s words were far more important than his
appetite for sustenance, power, and riches. It was the overcoming of these
temptations which proved his readiness for the calling.

One of the main reasons why many cannot hear the calling is because of too
much noise! When there is a heavy bombardment of the senses, the spirit can
become engulfed with all sorts of concerns. By fasting, the overflow is targeted,
allowing the senses to return towards their natural use.

As with prayer, we should always fast in humility. Mere appearance is not
enough to faithfully try our hearts. The point of this trial, you see, is to challenge

For every myth that is presented, there is an
original prototype associated with it.

Some may wonder why the word ‘knight’ is directly tied with the Jedi. This is
because Jedi represents a particular form of knighthood, or what is known as
servanthood.

Nazir, for instance, means consecrated, separated, holy, and called out. This
requires an abstaining of certain activities in order to maintain a strong
relationship to the Father. This act allows one to spiritually intercede, providing
guardianship to the land of promise.

The Shepherd (Part 1 of 3)
12/23/18

It is time for some deeper sustenance.

The following may shock some of you—yet the time has come to know that the
visual and functional aspects of the Jedi are based on the nomad/pastoral
shepherds, especially as they are depicted in scripture. This depiction is primarily
seen within the Obi-Wan Kenobi character, though it was expanded upon with
Yoda and, eventually, the Jedi in the Prequels.

This realization came some years ago and was spoken about in the Jedihood video
series. Will go ahead and expound further upon this subject.

The truth is those who relate with the Jedi could very well have an innate
connection to an ancient nomad ancestry, an ancestry connecting to events
occurring around a land bridge known as Israel.

Israel is a land has been a gateway to other continents such as Europe, Africa, and
the greater Middle East for thousands of years, and was greatly utilized during
times of trade and war. Over time, these ancient people spread throughout the
world and has greatly influenced our faith and prosperity (you can learn about
this throughout a vast array of historical texts).

The Jedi are basically a fictional representation of these ancient peoples—
especially the priestly tribes. As seen in the movies, they are discovered at a
young age and are gathered together due to their strong connection of the
greater will. They are then trained to oversee matters of moral judgment in
society—although they do not rule over the people as a king or dictator.

We clearly see this practice through activities of the ancient prophets, for
instance, as found in the book of Judges and Chronicles.



On the other hand, the fallen Jedi in Star Wars (which also includes the Sith Lords)
represents false shepherds. These shepherds use their abilities to fleece the flock
for their own personal gain.

It reminds me of the words of Ezekiel 34, in which the Father declares: “Woe to
the shepherds of Israel that feed their own selves! Should not the shepherds feed
the flocks?”

In fact, it was this declaration in Ezekiel which presented a challenge of giving the
Jedihood message (as it is seen today).

In Star Wars, what we are consistently seeing is an ancient feud between
shepherds—they are fighting over the flocks of the galaxy.

The same thing is occurring in our world right now—there is a war between moral
principle and sound judgment with the ways of sinister pride and selfish
behaviors. This battle has led many to transgress from the ways of
righteousness, bringing our world closer into chaos and societal anarchy.

How is this war of principalities being fought? To answer this, we will look closer
at the shepherd’s function and what they harness.

The primary tool or weapon of a shepherd is the staff, or rod. It serves two
purposes: One is to gather and keep the flock together, while the other is to
protect the flock from external threats.

In Star Wars, the lightsaber basically represents this practice—its function is not
only to maintain civility for the galaxy, yet to defend it from the forces of evil.
This is also seen in scripture as the flaming sword, the sword of the spirit, the
morning star, as well as the Father’s word.

Just as a sheep recognizes the shepherd’s voice, it is the Father’s word which calls
out to protect his chosen ones.



Besides Ezekiel, references to shepherds are found throughout scripture—look
up, for example, Isaiah 40 and Jeremiah 23. Yahshua also refers himself as the
Good Shepherd time and time again throughout the gospels.

Once you discern this connection, you can’t avoid seeing it—you either accept it
or ignore it all together. Keep in mind though that, by ignoring this, one is
breaking the very compass the Jedi are called to uphold—there is no ignorance.

Yet this is what many communities have decided to do. In so doing, they are
essentially removing their own mantle.

We will go over mantles and further connections between the Jedi and shepherds
in the next part of this message.



The Shepherd (Part 2 of 3)
12/29/18

We will now continue this message to further explore connections between the
Jedi and the shepherds of ancient times, specifically those spoken about in
scripture.

In the previous portion, we went over the primarily tool of the ancient
shepherds—this being the staff, or rod. As for this portion, we will go over an
important visual aspect of the shepherd—what has become known as the cloak,
or mantle.

Mantles, in scripture, represent a spiritual covering of authority—a garment
which symbolically harnesses a calling of responsibility. This piece of clothing can
be passed on from one generation to another, similar to the tool of the staff/rod.
This garment also represents the right to judge or make decisions over important
matters.

The prophet Elisha, for instance, was able to perform similar feats as Elijah did
when presented with Elijah’s mantle. Another example is when King Saul laid
hold upon the mantle of the prophet Samuel, in which the garment was torn from
his grasp—this represented the kingdom of Israel parting from his rule.

Today, it is not uncommon to see monarchs, clergy, judges, and doctors wearing
similar type coverings. As far as their specific colors and what they represent, this
is explained further in the original video series (http://www.jedihood.com/series).

Regarding the brown and beige colors—this is a specific type of authority which
was known as being trustworthy, humble, and dependable. It is a conserved,
common-sense type anointing which practices a form of abstained servitude, or
what many viewed as hermit-type practices. They were to speak truth regardless
of worldly criticism (you see this role within many prophets in scripture).

As explained in the first portion of this message, the prototypical visage of the
Jedi is first depicted within the character of Obi-Wan Kenobi, otherwise known as
Old Ben. The word “Ben” is a Hebrew reference meaning “Son of” and is directly
connected to spiritual linage.

Ezekiel, by comparison, is referred to by the Father as “Son of Man” or “Ben
Adam,” the son of the original seed. This reference is further expanded upon in
Daniel’s vision and within the words of Yahshua himself.

Obi-Wan, in A New Hope, also gives a statement declaring the Jedi Knights go
back a thousand generations. This is a direct reference to Deuteronomy 7, in
which Moses states, “Know therefore that Yah is your Elohim, the faithful one
who keeps covenant and mercy with those who love him and keep his
commandments to a thousand generations.”

This statement again referenced by David in the Psalms and Chronicles: “He has
remembered his covenant forever—the word in which he commanded to a
thousand generations.”

In Exodus 20, the Father declares that the iniquity of the fathers will fall upon the
children unto the third and fourth generation of those who hate him—note how
this time period is clearly depicted in the Star Wars movies, initiated by the Jedi
purge and the fall of Anakin Skywalker.

It is no coincidence that a curse falls upon Skywalker’s children for quite a few
generations within the trilogies—this, in fact, is an ancient principle which has
been ingrained in our spirit for thousands of years.

It is also not a coincidence that these words came from a deliverer known as
Moses. In fact, the mannerisms of Obi-Wan are quite similar to the depiction of
Moses in scripture.

Moses, for example, is exiled and lives as a hermit learning the shepherd’s trade—
this exile also happens with Obi-Wan Kenobi, who shepherds the young Luke
Skywalker. Also, just as Obi-Wan helps mold the direction of Luke Skywalker,



Moses does the same with Joshua (the same word as Yahshua, or “Yah saves,” a
deliverer).

Both Moses and Obi-Wan also have a strong association with the desert. There is
a reason for this.

Yoda, on the other hand, is essentially Obi-Wan in a higher form. You might have
noticed that he and Obi-Wan wear essentially the same—yet look more closely.
Note that Yoda holds an actual staff/rod instead of the lightsaber—this should
give you yet another confirmation of the relationship between the lightsaber and
the rod/staff.

In fact, Yoda’s age of 900 years old is a direct reference to the early fathers in
scripture—patriarchs such as Adam, Noah, and Methuselah. Yoda’s name
(Yodea/Yada/Yeda in Hebrew) also has a similar meaning to the word Jedi, which
means “to be wise.” Wise, indeed, these patriarchs became.

Trees are connected with both the biblical patriarchs and Yoda. How is this so?
This is because trees spiritually depict an early ancestral wisdom.

Also note the burning bush in which Yah is revealed to Moses, as well as the two
trees in the Garden of Eden—it is not hard to think of particular Star Wars scenes
which Yoda reveals the Jedi path in a similar manner.

There is much more than can be said on this topic. For now, we will stop here and
continue again in Part 3.

In the next portion, we will be speaking more about the shepherd’s role and how
this role has been lost in translation.



The Shepherd (Part 3 of 3)
1/1/19

In the previous two portions, connections were made between the ancient
shepherds written in scripture and the fictional Jedi depicted in the original Star
Wars movies.

Many other connections can be given, although we will now focus on the
responsibilities of these peculiar people. In so doing, we will better understand
why the shepherd’s role, although vital, has been greatly exaggerated and
perverted throughout history—this has led to further ignorance of its true origin.

In the early years of the Internet, remember being part of a forgotten website
which gave three important quotes about the Jedi. These quotes have stuck with
this person over the years as they have acted as a litmus test going forward.

Will go ahead and share each one with explanation.

The first quote is the following: “One will be enlightened, one will face their
destiny... one will see, one will be blinded.”

It is important to note the clear separation being made here—that being of true
and false guides. This outlook is the same with shepherds and prophets in
scripture—some will be spiritually awake, unafraid to reap the signs of the
harvest... while others will be spiritually dead, pulled by ritualistic behaviors and
opinions of men.

It is essential to know which is which.

Am reminded of the story in Jeremiah 28, in which a true prophet (Jeremiah) is
matched with a false prophet (Hananiah). Jeremiah had wanted to give pleasing
words, yet was given a sincere message of warning—that of an upcoming
destruction. This destruction was based on many abominations witnessed—and,



because of his sincere honesty, the Israelite king (along with the priesthood and
royal escorts), was greatly displeased and had him imprisoned.

Hananiah, on the other hand, presented a pleasing and popular message to the
king, one which allowed the people of Israel to continue in their backsliding ways.
As was proved later on, Hananiah had taught rebellion by speaking according to
the fleshly desires of men’s hearts. In short, he had helped set the fate of the
nation’s destiny.

As for the website’s second quote, the following was given: "You can search for
years and years, through mountains and desert, and you will never find it—that is
because it is always with you.”

When people are led by a plethora of collective paths which promote gnostic rites
and ceremonies, this should be an automatic warning sign. Eternal life is not
found in such activities, yet by truth of the Father’s word—yet many have
forgotten where the true source of life is found. The Father will provide to those
who love him.

We can again look to the scriptures for parallels. “The kingdom of Yah cannot
come with observation,” says Yahshua in the testimony of Luke. “Neither shall
they say, ‘Here!’ nor ‘There!’—for, behold, the kingdom of Yah is within you.”

And, now, for the third quote: "The Jedi are often regarded as ‘Wizards’ or
‘Mystics’ by those who do not have their fantastic powers."

One of the warning signs is seeing individuals mistaking believe the true path is
one based on wizardry, witchcraft, or some form of mystical influence. Anyone
who claims the path to be such is greatly mistaken and is led by deception—for
the basis of magical power is its powerful deception.

In Leviticus 19, the Father says, “Regard not them that have familiar spirits
(mediums), neither seek after wizards, to be defiled by them.” Although this fruit
may look and taste good, there is a strong side effect involved. Do not eat of it.



As far as the fantastic acts found in scripture, this is provided by a set-apart spirit.
This is where the word Holy or Ruach (Hebrew) comes from.

This is also why we see the fictional Jedi set themselves apart from certain
activities which may promote falsehood and misjudgement. “Once you start
down the dark path,” says Yoda, “forever will it dominate your destiny.”

“Consume you, it will.”

By simply giving these three quotes, you can see how many have strayed away
from the original path— they are, in a sense, as lost sheep straying from a
shepherd, seeking their own paths without counsel. They are the fallen ones.

In the book of Zechariah, it says, “For the idols have spoken vanity, while the
diviners have seen a lie and have told false dreams—they comfort in vain.
Therefore, they went their way as a flock—they were troubled because there was
no shepherd.”

The responsibility of a shepherd is very important. Although translated falsely
throughout the generations, this is a time to rediscover the path and “unlearn

what has been learned.”

The Acquaintance

Desired to speak about two different subjects, yet was led to present something
completely different at this time.

It regards a matter this person doesn’t necessary want to speak about—although
this message was never about me. If this was the case, never would have
returned—would have kept this message within.

This person was led to speak about friendship. This is because most people do
not understand what friendship means—they usually get it mixed up with
acquaintance.

An acquaintance, for example, is someone who is slightly known, a formal type of
intimacy. In other words, it is a relationship based primarily on etiquette.

A friend, on the other hand, is someone who is well known—it is based on a
relationship which includes a strong, informal intimacy. With this said, there is
even a deeper, connective form of relationship—that being of a brother or sister.

Here is an example. When you meet someone for the first time, you follow a
proper speaking arrangement according to the environment and situation you are
meeting in. In other words, there are certain rules of etiquette that you follow.
As you grow to learn about the individual, you become more lax, willing to share
and speak about more sensitive subjects.

In most cases, connections with other people remains limited—given that you
may not see eye to eye with that person or have limited your investment towards
the overall relationship.

The key understanding here is that our actions towards others are based on the
intimacy of the relationship.



In truth, our connection to the Father holds this very same principle. When many
go to the Father, their relationships remain limited to the rules of convention.
They see him primarily through the visage of tradition and ceremony. They
associate his name according to an object, or provide very abstract, generalized
name.

This is because there is a limited investment in the relationship—they do not fully
see eye to eye with him, having issues with particular rules of etiquette he
requires.

In order to enter his house, we must learn the rules of the house.

Take for instance the writings in scripture, particularly those in the Torah. When
the people of Israel first came out of Egypt to learn of the Father’s ways, he
started out by presenting commands they were to follow. This is because the
contract between Yah and the Israelites started out as a formal relationship.

Moses, on the other hand, had an informal relationship with the Father—he could
speak with the Father in a relaxed, yet respectful manner. Because of this
intimacy, he became a worthy intercessor for the people.

You see, the people of Israel didn’t know the Father as Moses did. The
commandments were simply a doorway towards that knowing.

When the people failed in keeping these basic principles, the relationship became
very limited—it would get so bad at times that the people would be driven out of
the land.

It reminds me of the words Yahshua written in the book of Matthew: “And then |
will declare to them, ‘I never knew you—depart from me, you who practice
lawlessness.””

As we have already discovered, the root meaning of Jedi is ‘to know.” To know
the Father means relationship.



Without relationship, there is no release. There is no intimacy.

As Yoda stated in The Empire Strikes Back, “You will know—when you are calm, at
peace. Passive.” Please note this informality.

People may call themselves a Jedi—yet if there is not a complete investment to
the relationship, limiting it to a formality, then they are not fulfilling this role.
Only those who have fully committed to the relationship can partake of this
calling.

“A Jedi must have the deepest commitment,” said Yoda, “the most serious mind.”
That seriousness today has fallen by the wayside.

Do not follow the titles men give themselves—this will only promote their
insecurity. Instead, look at what they have reaped—you will know them by their
fruit.

Gideon’s 300
2/16/19

Some years ago, created a music track called Gideon’s 300—the epic story about
these brave soldiers has often reminded me of the important contrast between
dedication and perception.

Gideon, like most of his peers, was a fearful man who was visited by a messenger
from heaven. This messenger, though, saw his true potential—a courageous man
who would soon confront the armies of Midian.

Similar to the robbers seen in the movie “The Seven Samurai,” the Midianites
acted as locusts, destroying and eating the crops of the Israelites. The Israelites
then began to cry out to the Father for deliverance as their land was being raped
and pillaged.

Prior to building an army, Gideon was led to tear down his father’s idols. This act
made many people very upset— for they perceived the Father with certain
imagery (note that the name Baal means Lord, which is similar to the old English
covering for the Father’s name).

Gideon also challenged the false authorities. “If Baal be the true one, let him
plead for himself.”

When this act was performed, the Spirit then came upon Gideon to confront the
Midianites. Due to the hype of the moment, roughly twenty-two thousand
soldiers came over to help fight.

Yet the Father observed what was in their hearts: “There are too many people to
fight (lest Israel becomes pompous saying their own works had saved them).

Whoever is fearful and afraid, let them depart.”

And so... Gideon had half of them leave.



Still, the Father announced to Gideon that there were too many soldiers. And, so,
Gideon again was asked to test the people. The second challenge selected only
those who were vigilant—only those who were sincerely ready for battle
remained.

After this test, only three hundred soldiers were left—this was a far better
number in the Father’s eyes.

The story goes on to explain how Gideon and the three hundred were lead to
defeat the Midianite army (this of itself provides great teaching)—yet what stuck
with me is the sifting process the Father asked Gideon to perform. In fact, it is
quite similar to how Gideon sifted wheat as a farmer.

When you think of it, 98.6% were told to leave the army. That’s close to 99 of 100
people, or one precent.

From learning this, you can perhaps see the many parallels of what is happening
today.

Today, we are taught that it is all about numbers—that this is what has influence
over people, money, personal capital, or power. Churches, for instance, are quick
to look at their tithe funds instead of the Spirit of the Father’s word.

Yet what about the chosen people the Father has kept as his own?

In Star Wars movies, for example, not all of the Jedi were chosen. In fact, many of
them were not—only those who were able to perform and survive the takeover
were called to help cleanse the galaxy. Over time (as depicted within the
Prequels), it became easy for many of its faction to act pompous and lazy—to
quickly rush towards the latest craze. This eventually brought forth their
downfall.

Those who trained at the temple fell for the very same temptations true believers
fall for today. Attrition, just as with the Jedi Order, will eventually factor in.



For those who are called—do not worry how the crowd perceives you. What
matters is your preparedness for the fight. Are you faithfully executing the will of
the Father without question or complaint?

Those who follow him will defeat the armies of despair.



The Meal

There is a time to read ingredients and browse the menu (it is good to make well-
informed decisions)—yet there comes a point when one must partake in the meal
itself.

There was a time this person listened to many people’s beliefs—some beliefs
made more sense than others. Eventually, though, began to notice more and
more people not living how they speak. Even when someone presented a
particular truth, it was provided primarily for personal satisfaction or self-
motivated excitement. It was given for attention, not growth.

Belief is about action. It is not about mindless activities and contests, yet the
active practice in daily living and behavior in common relationships. Words
should be given based on experiences of fulfillment, not on observed opinions.
They should only be heard when the behavior is virtuous.

Am reminded of a particular teaching Yahshua gave, in which his disciples
murmured “This is a hard saying. Who can hear it?” Many of them went back
and walked with him no more.

Those who are called to speak out cannot be afraid of itching ears—this includes
your own. And do not worry so much about what others call you—let them figure
it out as they awake. Your focus should be towards putting the standards (not
your own) into practice.

Simply listen to the Father and do what he says.



As with the menu, names serve a purpose in defining a generalized serving—it
does not, though, substitute for the meal’s taste, quality, preparedness, or
service. This is the reality many fail to understand.

It is the active practice we are to look upon.



Invulnerable

Our reliability on man’s devices has presented us with a false sense of security.

We assume that just because many rely heavily on these modern-day
conveniences (although prone to minor adjustments) cannot fail in the grand
scheme of things. This invulnerability creates in us the inability to prepare
ourselves for future shifts which threaten to disrupt our personal world.

It reminds me of the disastrous storms, fires, and earthquakes which have come
upon the coastlines—even when authorities give ample warning to leave, we
oftentimes hear of those who stay in their homes with stubbornness, believing
they will be able to overcome the great onslaught by their lonesome.

As with these disasters, many have taken refuge in the global, social construct—
even though warning signs have shown what is coming straight for them. Many
refuse to listen to the observant while giving heed to their present comforts.

Just as a road sign informs us of our destination—sometimes many miles in
advance—the Father has also presented us queue signs to warn us of what is to
come. These signals are not always immediate, yet are very consistent.

Let us be reminded of the words from Isaiah 40. There is a cry coming from the
wilderness—a cry to prepare ourselves for the way, to make straight in the desert
a highway. Itis a cry which goes as such: “Every valley shall be exalted—every
mountain and hill shall be made low. The crooked shall be made straight and the
rough places plain.”

Just as in days of Isaiah, today we find ample workmen melting graven images.
We find goldsmiths spreading these vain objects with gold and casting upon them
silver chains.



Many lift up their devices in arrogance and declare, “We know it all!”

Have we not known? Have we not heard? Have we not been told from the very
beginning?

“All flesh is grass, and all the godliness thereof is as the flower of the field. The
grass withers and the flower fades—because the spirit of Yah blows upon it.
Surely the people are as the grass.”

“But they that wait upon Him shall renew their strength. They shall mount up
with wings as eagles. They shall run and not be weary. They shall walk and not
faint.”



The Initiate Mentality
4/26/19

Prior to receiving and sharing the original Jedihood message, a two-year task was
given to test the waters in order to learn the current state within certain
individuals. The state of how they were a decade prior was compared to their
current state.

At first, believed this would be rather difficult—yet it turned out to be a rather
blatant observation.

Instead of growth, there were vast cases of moral depletion and self-abuse.
Those who practice such are referred to as fallen ones (or rogue) and usually hide

themselves with fronts of false sincerity.

These fronts are usually dressed with:

* Heavy reliance on organizational procedure (this can include clothing apparel)

e Highly publicized social/ritual activities (outward perception)

e Quantity (membership/monetization) over quality (spiritual depth, discernment)
* Endless provision of doctrinal mazes (purposefully written to be non-conclusive)

e Emphasis on memorization/quotation (which is promoted over practical
application)

* Objects of worship and dependency (pendants, idols, drugs, incense, etc.)



You may notice the focus for these items is, essentially, appearance. This can
become a stark contrast to actual reality (they are often used as invalid
substitutes for maturity). The reason for its usage is because people still heavily
buy into these practices, especially those who remain spiritually malnourished.

This leads to the next observance. During the search, there was a small handful
that had not fallen prey to these devices yet had merely stagnated in growth.
This mentality is sometimes seen as the trial of the initiate.

Similar to the Service Corps (as seen in fictional writings), many eventually turned
to educational or explorational pursuits—they still seek true companionship and
are attuned enough to be confronted. They are also reachable and humble
enough to be shown truths.

Many though expect the teacher confrontation to come by itself. When the
calling is given and eventually becomes stronger, it is up to the person to perform
a mutual commitment—not the teacher.

Why this expectation? The fallen groups have overly catered to curious
bystanders in order to get more blood. This, in turn, teaches them to drastically
water down expectation.

Instead of places of growth and healing, these groups have become business
venues which promote heavily ranked, pyramid-scheme type structures. Once
invested, the lure becomes too daunting to resist—the dependency on the milk
requires a mother to consistently provide substance for bare survival.

Maturity is essential to purposefully continue in this life. The meat of the word,
though, can only come to those who are called—those who are willing to let go of
the milk for greater, fuller subsistence.

Without relationship with the Father, we are lost and confused, doing things
according to immature counsel. For growth to occur, dependency must transition
into responsibility—hence the need for the father figure.



The Father’s ways are foreign to those who do not listen to his commands—for it
requires the letting go of crutches and self-focused pursuits in order to follow his
calling.

His ways require the unlearning of the learned—a metamorphosis. In other
words, it requires adulthood.

Seekers of truth—you are to be prepared for the coming of the Master. When
you hear him, do not flee from his calling.

Some have pondered why so many groups have gotten themselves so steeped in
religious ritual, organizational procedures, academic and philosophical
opaqueness, and/or systematic meticulousness—such as with ranking systems,
monetization, policies, and so forth—while, at the same time, losing their moral
and spiritual integrity.

People have asked how to clean up these things. What these pursuits fail to
realize is that these outcomes are simply external signs to a greater problem.
These external fruits show us the problem lies with the very conception they
practice—that the practices themselves are built on a system constructed
primarily by man’s thoughts of selfishness.

Human beings, on their own accord, will rationalize abstraction in which one can
manipulate, mold, or take power of. These are the ways we must be careful not
to condone.

Yet, even today, how many attempt to find answers to please the god of the self?
This action simply sows the seeds of strife within a once fertile garden.

Let it be explained what is meant by this abstraction. For example, stop for a
moment and see how one uses the word “Jedi.” Look at it closely. When you say
it, are you referring to its active performance... or simply referring to a construct?
It is most often the latter.

Is it not the same when people say they are of a particular religious or political
sect? Indeed, quite so.

This is why so many get into the confusion of various ways, shadings, and images
(dare it be said idols). Don’t get this wrong—the word Jedi is true and points to a
real practice— yet so many have invented paths which take away its actual



meaning, ignoring its important act by molding it into a graven object. The object
then begins to take place of the reality.

This particular craftiness is very much seen in the scriptures. Prophets, such as
Yermiyahu (Jeremiah) and Yahshua, saw the endless sacrifice of animals without
true repentance—it was as if the ritual itself made up for the lack of sincerity.

Today is seen the very same thing. Instead of being washed in the river of
cleanliness, for instance, we now have a systematic ritual called Baptism that we
can hang our hat on—and instead of being rebirthed into a life of righteousness,
we now place our faith in a “Born Again” conception date.

This is not to say the rituals mentioned are innately evil—it is simply pointing out
how human beings have a horrible habit of focusing solely on ritual instead of
following the actual performance the ritual is pointing towards. In essence, they
look to the object instead of understanding the object lesson.

This is what led ancient Israel into worshiping graven conceptions, leading them
to moral, spiritual decline.

When it comes to the actual Jedi concept, many simply have no clue what the
word means. As we have learned in this message, Yedah/Yediah (in the ancient
tongue) means ‘to know’. It refers to an act that is to be performed—a deep,
spiritual connection with the higher will (Father).

So, when people say they are a Jedi they are essentially saying they supposedly
have this connection—yet, when they are seen to not practice accordingly, what
does this tell us? It tells us that even though one may have a master rank,
organize a top-of-the-line religious movement, have thousands of followers in
their pocket, it means absolutely nothing if the way of living isn’t heeded.

The Father, through the prophet Yeshayahu (Isaiah), once said that all of our own
self-righteousness (however noble) is as fifthly rags.

So many hide their vile practices within an outward coating of nobility, focusing
on vices instead of virtue—this can sometimes be hard to decipher. The Father,
on the other hand, can see right through this.

Many think Yahshua came to build an organization, temple, or religious group—
he did not come to promote a faction of man’s ways. Why do you think he was so
upset with the Pharisees and Sadducees, purposely breaking their fence laws? He
came, instead, to bring the kingdom.

Most people don’t understand what this kingdom is because they are so stuck in
graven thinking—he is not solely referring to a physical kingdom, yet a spiritual
one. The word kingdom refers to a realm, a domain—not primarily a building or
construct.

How does this kingdom come? It comes through a daily, active practice of the
Father’s will. That is what “daily bread” means in what is known as The Lord’s
Prayer.

This act, though, promotes the giving of your selfish will to His Will—not to a
collection of selfish wills (such as how people use the concept of the Force).

“Whosoever shall seek to save his life shall lose it—and whosoever shall lose his
life shall save it.”

A vast array early on have appeared as a meekly
sheep—yet, when under close inspection, are found to be ravenous as the wolf,
seeking whom they can devour. These messages have brought about plagues of
depression, malice, incest, and disease, filling the land with bitter famine and
desolation.

This inspection is performed by witnessing their fruits. Yahshua speaks of this
essential act in the gospel of Matthew:

“You will know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of
thistles? Even so, every good tree brings forth good fruit—yet a corrupt tree
brings forth evil fruit. A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit; neither can a
corrupt tree bring forth good fruit. Every tree that brings not forth good fruit is
hewn down and cast into the fire. For this reason, by their fruits you will know
them.”

This knowing has helped this person to avoid many broad, popular paths which
lead to destruction. Patient observance is vital towards witnessing the roots of
false direction—even though the outward branches may appear genuine, the
corrupted seeds within eventually show themselves in due season.

When noting these paths, one begins to discover various fruits of instability,
pride, and greed, as well as the rebellious, rivalrous-types of foul spirits. Some of
these unclean, disorderly spirits are flaunted in a way they can be clearly viewed
from the outside—even though, from the inside, they present themselves with
auras of cleanliness and order.



Given the hyperactive disorders which run rampant in our culture, merely a
momentary abstinence can present an accurate interpretation.

As declared in Yahshua’s message, not only does the evil tree suffer in the hewing
and judgment of fire, yet also the unproductive tree for not bearing fruit in its
season. There are many trees which lay barren and infertile upon the path of
truth, especially during this season in history. Nothing fresh and insightful comes
out of the observed camps anymore—they remain in a shallow world. It is signs
as these which should warn faithful practitioners to avoid them altogether.

The reason why we find so many weak Ahabs and haughty Jezebels in leadership
is simple—we find a community which has compromised their morality, tolerating
behaviors of vice over virtue and worshiping false, defiled spirits. Those who eat
of the fruit of their leading will be brought to their examples of weakness and
haughtiness.

Yet when will a group of people come who will stand faithful, unafraid to name
the animals according to their kinds? This is not the time for these chosen to act
as the haughty scribes do in their temples! Seek the authority of the Father—for
it is he who gives wisdom to those who seek his face. He disables the plans of the
proud and rises up servants over kings.

Complication
1/16/20

The walk of servant living (knighthood) is not a complicated motion—it is a
dedicated, submissive one. Given this, it is false practice which has created such
complication.

Such living, for instance, is typically presented with emotional and rational
abstraction, especially towards actions which appear too strenuous or
controversial. Some have also presented pyramid schemes, selfishly controlling
progress through multiple layers of convoluted rites.

Why is this? It is because complication can hide nakedness. It can also create
excuse.

If the reflection of true chivalry was given, a vast majority who express
themselves with such would not recognize it, let alone condone it—for the
practice has been artificially refined to fit personal preference.

The practice witnessed today is a genetic modification—a sickened concoction of
preservatives which do more to protect unnatural refinements than preserve core
ingredients. Its unadulterated state is faintly portrayed within the bubbles of
false imagination.

In fact, such bubbles are not really living—they are a slow, anguished death.

How can we know the original practice from the counterfeit? This is by taking
careful note of the responses. A worthy pursuer will instruct righteousness with
rigor, patience, and chastisement, doing so with full sincerity and confidence (the
reader should look up these important words, go over them, and place them deep
within their spirit). The untrained, though, will confront these methods as an
outside threat, shunning them away instead of allowing them to look deep within



one’s soul. Such a latter response fails to remove the beam from the eye, keeping
one stumbled upon the broad path.

Let this be said—if any are training without the virtues as practiced by the worthy,
ask for forgiveness from your pupil(s), concede the arrangement, and bring
yourself low to the ground so you may grasp the essence of its necessity. Only
until these virtues are understood should you even consider playing with them.

Along with the lack of submissive training is found an abundantly compromised,
weakened faith. If one cannot confront the challenge of the mirror, especially
when given years to grow after being inducted, then let it be known—one needs
to relearn what has been taught. Such a person is still an infant.

With that said, infants are to be given more respect than the pseudo-users—for
non-intentional ignorance can be cured. A stiff-necked arrogance, on the other
hand, is an entirely different matter.

Certain
people preach the enforcement of prowess, for instance, yet are fully willing to
compromise excellence for religious and/or philosophical dogma.

Shame should be a natural response to those participating in wrong behavior—for
humiliation provides the great cure for the prideful.

True charity, though, is not to be given selflessly or to comfort personal desires—
it is expressed because the Father first shown such love within us. By performing
this act, others are seen the will of the Father and are given the allowance to reap
blessings from those who obey his word.

Charity is, essentially, an extension of his will to others.
The key understanding here is to truly experience the love the Father gives. We

conclusion



The regions set within our spaces; the thoughts produced by social structures—
the fight is being fought against a shadow made by people we have never heard
of.

These are the simulations of man, referred to in scripture as the dragon heads of
Babylon. These systems were practiced since the days of Cain, in which cities
were built up in the name of arrogance and pride. It is a great, polluted mystery.

The books of Yahanan (John) make it clear. “They are from the world,” says
Yahshua. “Therefore, they speak from the world’s viewpoint and the world
listens to them.

Practical Preparation

Some may play around with Martial Arts, for example, yet
aren’t prepared for situations such as Martial Law. In fact, you could have a
thousand warriors of able fighting skill—yet as they deal with certain stresses
(such as the lack of food and water or argumentation within the camp), will they
hold before the battle is actually fought?



With that said, a war can go much further than a battle.

While greater successions of challenging survival come upon us, the wait to
perform can be months and even years. Prepare yourself now for practical
stresses—pressures which need a sound, spiritual mind and not just a consistent,
unfaltering hand. Such things will grow as the next years come along. As with
David who was able to cut off the head of the unconscious Goliath, it doesn’t take
much for the haughty body to stumble—yet the faithful, meekful spirit endures.

“Stop being so fearful!” responded Moshe. “Remain steady and you will see how
the Father is going to save you.

Malachi (Mal’aki) means “messenger” and stems from the Hebrew words “king”
(melek), “kingship” (malukah), “dominion” (malkuth), “counsel” (melek), “angel”
(Malak), and “remnant” (malluk). Upon close inspection, “Malachi” is essentially
a title bestowed by a king (or master) and acts as an official token—an order to
declare a specific message to the people.

In this particular case, the name clarifies a message of both kindled anger (charah)
and prophetic restoration (shub).

It is not a coincidence for this message, which ends with the word “curse”, to be
placed by religious clergy at the end of the Old Testament (Tanak). Not only did
the prophecy (nabuah) tell of the coming of John the Baptist (Yochanan the
Immerser), yet of a future prophet (nabi) who would come before the last great
day—a person who, in the spirit of Elijah (Eliyahu), would restore relationships
and save those who remember the books of Moses (Torah, Moshe). Such religion
would certainly be cursed at this coming!

The Father reminds us to “remember” the Torah because he knew we would be
tempted to “forget”. The word also hints of his children recalling His laws at the
end days. Such clues in Malachi’s message (and many others) point to a time we
very well live in today.

Many today protest “it is vain to serve Yah—what profit is it to keep his
ordnances and walk before Elohim of Host (Tzva’ot)?” The prideful, indeed,
appear content... while the plans of the wicked depict a (deluded) certainty.



Discernment between the righteous and wicked will return—this will be clarified
in how we serve the King. Will one serve the altar with polluted food (as Cain) or
with a sweet savor (as Abel)? How will the priest (cohanim) respond? Will sin
crouch at the door?

As long as the people bring what they will instead of what the Father commands...
this world will not be in good shape.

This is a difficult burden to give... yet one which the Master decrees.



The Stone
5/13/22

Am not one to bring such... yet sensed this was the right time:

For a while now have been dealing with stones—specifically a large bladder stone.
About a few years back, in fact, had passed a stone. It is an agonizing, humbling
pain which can’t be explained.

Nothing is wrong with the body—it is doing what it is supposed to be doing.
Specific diet and stress, though, will create waste which the body attempts to
reject. The real problem is what is put inside the body—in this case, an over-
concentration of foods... and unnatural workloads.

One aspect about stones is it is not always felt when it’s causing problem:s.
Sometimes you can be sitting normally and not feel anything... then suddenly
start feeling your side or back area throbbing. Sometimes you feel weak or can’t
bend down.

These experiences can last days. Sometimes it will leave and come back again.

Yes, it is painful—yet such experiences have taught me of its benefits. Although
torturous at times, it keeps you aware of an occurring problem. In fact, it is
simply a bodily protection and exists to serve you—it won’t stop itself from
functioning until the underlying problem has either been dissipated or clarified.

People can at times abuse these nerve endings—either when hurting themselves
or other people. Sometimes they ignore or just want to turn it off without
dealing with the ramifications. Such ways are unnatural.

The reason why people are disheartened with the sensation is not necessarily due
to its intensity... yet the insurmountable guilt in which caused the issue in the first



place. It reminds them of what remains out of order... and that they are in
desperate need of getting it back into order.

In short, they become slaves to pain instead of becoming its master.

The sooner we properly release ourselves of guilt the easier this experience
becomes. Admitting wrongs and asking forgiveness is especially important (this
can include ourselves). The removal of guilt, though, requires sincere petition.

My greatest prayers, for instance, were not just when in physical pain... yet in
spiritual. The cries shed for lost, mutilated souls revealed a great sorrow—a
earnest desire to save people from sins committed.

How great it was to see such sincerity in the most challenging times!

Such character can be revealed when confronting our daily life, admitting our
wrongs, and asking the Father for help. If we come to him with a reverent and
humble heart, he will hear us—and can begin to work a great healing within us.

Yet are we willing to lay down the stone? Are we willing to let go of wrong doing
and sin no more?

The story presented in John 8:

Yahshua went to the Mount of Olives. At daybreak, he appeared again in the
Temple Court where all the people gathered around him... and he sat down to
teach them.

The Torah-teachers and the P’rushim (Pharisees) brought in a woman who had
been caught committing adultery and made her stand in the center of the group.
They then said to him, ‘Rabbi, this woman was caught in the very act of
committing adultery. Now in our Torah, Moshe commanded that such a woman
be stoned to death. What do you say about it?’



They said this to trap him so that they might have ground for bringing charges
against him—but Yahshua bent down and began writing in the dust with his
finger. When they kept questioning him, he straightened up and said to them,
‘The one of you who is without sin, let him be the first to throw a stone at her.’
Then he bent down and wrote in the dust again.

On hearing this, they began to leave, one by one (the older ones first) until he was
left alone. The woman was still there.

Standing up, Yahshua said to her, “‘Where are they? Has no one condemned you?’
She said, ‘No one, sir.’
Yahshua said, ‘Neither do | condemn you. Now go and don’t sin anymore.’

Some have persecuted this person falsely with stones—yet the gift of forgiveness
remains. Their sins, once removed, will heal relationships.

Are we though willing to heal our relationship with the Father in heaven?



Not For Granted

As maturity sweeps upon a spirit sheltered by the Father’s hands, have been
overwhelmed with the revelation of blessings. The intricacies of life, for example,
rely on dependable, hard-working laws which cannot fail in the slightest degree—
be it the responsiveness of the rising sun or the dependence of the human
heartbeat.

Being in an orderly household (in which rules are well-maintained) has protected
this person from all kinds of infirmities. The same can be said when learning from
responsible elders. These stabilities (and others) prevent the need for foolish,
regrettable self-experiences, promoting a life which better utilizes energy and
time for higher, more stable pursuits.

Sacred behavior is most required to restore society to its proper order. When his
chosen people listen to the Father’s voice and become separated from the
world’s complexities, they are given the keys to cleanse unrighteous.
